MINUTES 

Chairman Harris asked for approval of the minutes  of the Regular  Meeting  of  August 18, 

2005. Commissioner Sperry motioned to approve the  minutes. Commissioner Moretti 

seconded the motion, which  was unanimously carried. 

REPORT OF THE RACE DATES COMMITTEE. 

Commissioner Shapiro said the Race Dates Committee (committee) met on September 17, 

2005, and on September 21, 2005. Commissioner Shapiro read the proposed 2006 racing 

calendar: Harness at Cal-Expo: January 4, 2006, through July 29, 2006 and September 22, 

2006 through December 16, 2006; Quarter Horse at Los Alamitos  Race Course: December 26, 

2005, through December 17, 2006; Thoroughbred at Santa Anita Park Race Track: December 

26,  2005, through April 23, 2006, and September 27, 2006, through October 29, 2006; 

Thoroughbred at  Hollywood Park: April 26, 2006, through July 16, 2006, and  November 1, 

2006, through December 18, 2006; Thoroughbred at Del  Mar  Race Track: July 19, 2006 

through, September 6, 2006; Thoroughbred at Bay  Meadows  Race Track: December 
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26,  2005  through  February 5, 2006, May 10,  2006  through  June 18, 2006,  and  October 18, 

2006,  through  December  18,  2006;  Thoroughbred  at  Golden  Gate  Fields  Race  Track:  February 

18, 2006  through  May 7, 2006,  and  August  24,  2006,  through  October  15,  2006.  The  dates 

for the  racing  fairs  were:  San  Joaquin  Fair:  June  14  through  June  25,  2006;  Alameda  County 

Fair:  June  28  through  July 9, 2006;  Solano  County  Fair:  July 12 through  July 24, 2006; 

Sonoma  County  Fair:  July  26  through  August 7, 2006; San Mateo  County  Fair:  August 9 

through  August  23,  2006;  Humboldt  County  Fair:  August 10 through  August 20, 2006; Los 

Angeles  County  Fair  Fairplex:  September 8 through  September 25, 2006; Big Fresno  Fair: 

October 4 through  October  15,  2006.  Commissioner  Shapiro  commented  the  2006  racing 

calendar  was  designed  to  eliminate  some  overlap  to  protect  the  northern  California  horse 

population.  He  added  the  calendar  also  assumed  Cal-Expo  would run night  harness  racing  in 

lieu  of  the  traditional fair thoroughbred  meeting as it did  in  2005.  Commissioner  Shapiro 

stated  all  parties  agreed  that  if  Cal-Expo  wished to come  back as a mixed  meeting  the  calendar 

would be reconsidered.  He  said  the  committee  believed  the  yearly  calendar  should  be 

reevaluated  to  enhance  horse  racing  throughout  California, so an ad hoc  committee  would be 

formed to meet  with  the  industry  and  discuss  a  calendar  that  would  further  reduce  overlap  and 

integrate  racing  statewide.  The  ad  hoc  committee  would  also  look  at  ways  to  increase  on-track 

attendance  and  handle.  Commissioner  Shapiro  stated  the  committee  was  going  to  investigate  a 

three-year  calendar,  but  with  uncertainty  regarding two racetracks,  it  did  not  make  sense  to 

look  beyond  2006.  He  said  in  the  near  future  an  extended  calendar  could be considered. 

Chairman  Harris  said  the  Board also needed to consider  adjusting  the  traditional  dates to see if 

the  industry  would ,benefit. Commissioner  Shapiro  said  he  spoke  with  interested  parties 
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regarding  the  initiation  of  a  “wine  festival”  meeting in Northern  California  that  would  create 

new fan  interest  and  tap  into  the  wine  festival  period  in  the  wine  country.  He  added  he 

believed  the  industry needed to  attract fans from  areas  that  were not saturated  with  live  horse 

racing.  Commissioner  Moretti motioned to  approve  the  race  dates for  2006 as proposed. 

Commissioner  Sperry seconded the  motion,  which  was camed with Commissioner  Moss 

abstaining  due  to  commercial  dealings  with  Frank Stronach.

Jacqueline  Wagner,  CHRB staff, said  Rule 1976.9, Pick (n) Pool, was  amended  to  add 

provisions  also found in  several  of  the  Board’s  pari-mutuel  wagering  regulations.  This  resulted 

in  the  opportunity  to  repeal  regulations  with  duplicate  provisions, as well as other  pari-mutuel 

regulations  that  were  not used by  racing  associations. Ms. Wagner stated the  proposal to 

repeal  the  regulations  was  noticed  for  a  45-day  public  comment period, and no comments  were 

received.  The  regulations  proposed  for  repeal  were:  Rule 1959.5, Special  Sweepstakes;  Rule 

1959.6,  Limited  Sweepstakes;  Rule  1959.7,  Pick  Seven;  Rule  1959.8,  Pick  6  One  Pool;  Rule 

1976.5,  Special  Unlimited  Sweepstakes;  Rule 1976.7, Special  Reserved  Unlimited 
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Sweepwes. Ms.  Wagner spted staff recommended the Board adopt  the  proposal  to  repeal 

the. rules as presented.  Commissioner  Shapiro motioned to repeal  the  pari-mutuel ruks as 

recommended by staff. Commissioner  Moretti seconded the  motion,  which  was unanimously 

carried. 

DISCUSSION  AND  ACTION  BY  THE  BOARD ON THE REQUEST OF THE DEL  MAR 
THOROUGHBRED  CLUB TO DISTRIBUTE (X"N RACING  PROCEEDS IN THE

Assistant  Executive  Director  Roy  Minami  said  the  request by  Del Mar Thoroughbred Club 

(DMTC) to distribute  charity-racing  proceeds  was in order. He stated seventy-five  percent of 

the distribution would  go  to  racing  related  charities.  Mr.  Minami  said  staff  recommended 

approval  of  the  request as presented.  Commissioner  Sperry motioned to approve  the  request 

by  DMTC  to  distribute  charity-racing  proceeds  in  the  amount of $179,100 to 23 beneficiaries. 

Commissioner  Shapiro seconded the  motion,  which  was unanimously carried. 

PUBLIC HEARTNG BY THE BOARD  ON THE ADOPTION OF TEE REGULATORY 
AMENDMENT TO CHRB RULE 1977 - PICK THREE. 

Jacqueline  Wagner,  CHRB staff, said  the  proposed  amendment  to  Rule 1977, Pick  Three,  was 

based on recommendations  made by the  National  Thoroughbred  Racing  Association  Players 

Panel.  She  stated  the  proposed  amendment  would  eliminate  the  practice  of  substituting the off- 

time  favorite  for  a  horse  scratched  from  any  leg of the  Pick  Three  pool prior to the running of 

the first  leg. Instead, all  wagers  containing  such  horses  would  be  refunded.  If  a  horse  was 

scratched from any of the  remaining  legs of the  Pick  Three  wager,  a  consolation  payout  would 
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be paid to holders  of  tickets  that  combined  winners  of  the  completed  legs  and the scratched 

horses. Ms. Wagner  said  no  comments  were  received  during  the  45-day  public  comment 

period,  and  staff  recommended the Board  adopt  the  amendment as presented.  Chairman  Harris 

asked  how the  wager  would  work if one  held  a  Pick  Three  ticket  wherein a horse  was 

scratched  in  the  second  leg.  Ms.  Wagner  said  if  the  horse  were  scratched  after  the start of the 

first  leg,  the  holder of the  ticket  would  receive  a  consolation  payout if  the ticket  correctly 

identified the winner of the  first  and  third  legs.  Commissioner  Shapiro  asked if that  meant  the 

scratched  leg  was  an  “all.”  Ms.  Wagner  said  it  was  not  an “all.” Persons  holding  such 

wagers  would be moved  to  a  separate  pool,  and  if  they  held  winning  tickets,  would be paid a 

consolation  payout  based  on  the  amount  in  the  consolation  pool.  Commissioner  Shapiro  asked 

if the  Board had the  capacity to provide an alternate  runner  selection  for  the  Pick  Three.  Dave 

Payton  of  Scientific  Games  said  his  organization  looked  at  the  issue,  and  determined  it  was  a 

large  project  that  could  not be completed  in  a  timely  manner.  Chairman  Harris said he  would 

like  to  understand  how  the  different  pools  were  calculated.  He  said  the  item  would  be 

continued so staff  could  provide  examples  demonstrating  how  the  wager  would  work.

Dick Gonzalez, CHRB  staff,  reviewed the statistics  regarding  Capitol  Racing at Cal-Expo, 

Sonoma County Fair, San Mako and  Humboldt  County Fair. Chairman Harris asked if there 

were any numbers available for the August 30, 2005 through September 17, 2005, harness 

meeting at Cai-Expo. Mr. Gonzalez said over the  26-day  harness  meeting  Cal-Expo was 

projected to do approximately 60 percent of  what  it  would  normally do running thoroughbreds 

over a 12day period. He stated the meeting  was  projected  to lose around $5 million  in  handle 

over the full 26-days of its meeting. Commissioner Shapiro said  he  understood Cal-Expo had 

problems  with its simulcasting  and  its  off-track  wagering  hookups. Norm Towne representing 

Cal-Expo  said the projections  were correct. Cal-Expo  harness  did $16.6 million versus $19.6 

for the 2004 thoroughbred  meeting.  He  added the amount was from all sources. 

Commissioner Shapiro asked  how the Cal-Expo  meeting  compared  to  the Capitol Racing 

meeting.  Mr. Towne said the Cal-Expo  meeting did  not get off  to  a  good start, however, it 

gained  momentum  and  the  Cal-Expo  board  seemed  satisfied  with  the results. Commissioner 
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Shapiro said it was clear the  harness  industry  needed  something  to turn it around. He  stated  he 

hoped the Sacramento Harness  Association  would  bring new energy, as the  numbers from the 

current meeting were not  encouraging. Chairman Harris commented  he  was  concerned  that 

Cal-Expo  had  not  informed the Board regarding its desires for the  2006-racing calendar. He 

stated two or three months  down  the  road  Cal-Expo  could cause changes to the  adopted 2006- 

racing calendar because  it  decided the harness experiment did  not  work.  Commissioner 

Shapiro said  Cal-Expo  promised  it  would let the Board  know  within  30-days. He added  he 

understood Cal-Expo was considering a true mixed  breed meeting, which  would  include 

harness  and  thoroughbred  racing at the same facility. Such a  meeting  could  help boost the 

harness industry. Chairman Harris said  he  was  pleased  with the increase in handle  and 

attendance at the Sonoma County Fair. He  stated  he  noticed  advance  deposit  wagering  (ADW) 

was also up at all the fairs. The  fairs  were  utilizing a l l  the ADW providers, which  Chairman 

Harris said  he applauded. Utilizing  all ADW providers was  a concept the  industry  could 

consider. Commissioner Shapiro  said  he was encouraged by the increases at the fairs, but it 

meant fans were  wagering  from  home,  which  did  not encourage on-track attendance or the 

prospect  of  capital  investment  to  improve racetracks. While  the increase in ADW was nice, it 

also  meant  something  had  to be done to get fans back  to the track. Commissioner Shapiro said 

the use of  all  ADW providers at  the fairs was  something  he  would like to  see  industry-wide. 

He  stated it was  not  encouraging  to be able to  watch  races through one venue,  then to lose 

access  because one subscribed  to  the  wrong  ADW provider. Ron Charles of Magna 

Entertainment Corporation (MEC)  said his organization agreed  with  the  Board  regarding  a 

shared  ADW signal. He  stated  MEC  tried  to  reach  an  agreement  with TVG in 2004 and again

in 2005, but was unsuccessful. Tony  Allevato  of  TVG  said  if one looked at the  statistics, one 

would see that tracks with an  exclusive  TVG  agreement  were experiencing the  most growth in 

ADW.  He stated Fairplex Park  Pomona  was  the  only  racing fair with  an exclusive TVG 

agreement  and it was up 46 percent on ADW handle. 

GENERAL BUSINESS 

Dr. Rick Arthur, a veterinarian and  Chairman  of  the  Board  of  the California Thoroughbred 

Horsemen’s Foundation (CTHF), said his organization operated clinics in northern and 

southern California. Dr. Arthur introduced  Kevin  Bolling,  the CTHF Executive Director, who 

spoke  about the mission of the CTHF and the funding  of  the organization. Mr. Bolling  said 

that over the  past five  years the CTHF experienced a 3 to 4 percent decrease in the  funds it 

received from uncashed paii-mutuel tickets. At the same  time,  medical costs increased 10 to 

15 percent each year. Dr. Arthur said  in 1995, the CTHF was receiving $3.5 million from 

uncashed  pari-mutuel tickets, and  was currently receiving  only $2.2 milliion. He stated the 

organization had to cut back  services,  but was being  much  more efficient. Dr. Arthur added 

the CTHF was a positive aspect of the  industry that did  not  receive much publicity. Chairman 

Harris said the CTHF was an excellent program. He stated it was encouraging to hear the 

organization was attempting to conserve costs, but perhaps other sources of revenue  could be 

found. Jerry Jamgotchian, a horse owner, spoke  to  the  Board regarding an  incident that 

occurred at Del Mar Racetrack on August 14, 2005. Commissioner Shapiro asked if was 

proper for the  Board to hear Mr. Jamgotchian if there was  an ongoing investigation  of the 

incident. Deputy Attorney General  Derry  Knight  said if there was an investigation  into the 
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incident, the  Board  should not hear Mr. Jamgotchian’s comments as the  matter  could 

ultimately go before  the Board. Mr. Jamgotchian  said  he  wanted  the  matter  forwarded to 

another body for a hearing, and  that  the investigative report of  Chief  Investigator Frank Moore 

made public. Chairman Harris said  the  Board  would consider Mr. Jamgotchian’s  requests. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Commissioner Shapiro said  he  participated in a conference call held at Keeneland  regarding  the 

jockey weight  study. He stated there were a number of scientists working  with  the  industry  to 

initiate the  study, as well as representatives of the  Thoroughbred  Racing  Association, 

Keeneland  and other racing jurisdictions. Commissioner Shapiro stated  Phase one of  the  study 

would be underway in the  near future.

Jacqueline  Wagner,  CHRB  staff,  said  the  Hollywood  Park  Fall  Racing  Association  (HPFRA) 

proposed  to  race 31 days for a  total of 267  races.  The  first  post  time  would be 12:30 p.m. 

daily; 7:05 p.m. November 11 and  18,  2005;  and 11:OO a.m. November  24,  2005. HPFRA's 

wagering  program  would  utilize  CHRB  pari-mutuel  rules.  Ms.  Wagner  stated  the  application 

was  complete  and  staff  recommended  the Board approve it as presented.  Commissioner 

Shapiro  asked  if HPFRA was a different  association  than  that  approved for simulcasting  at  the 

September  2005  Regular  Board  Meeting.  Jack  Liebau  of  HPFRA  said  it  was  the  same 

association.  Commissioner  Shapiro  asked  if  a  different  corporation  would mn the  spring  2006 

Hollywood  Park  meeting. Mr. Liebau  said  the  Hollywood  Park  Racing  Association  would run 

the  spring  2006  meeting.  Commissioner  Shapiro  asked why different  associations  would  run 

the  meetings.  Mr.  Liebau  said  the  law  regarding  breakage  was  such  that  there  were  always 

two entities  running  meetings  at  Hollywood  Park.  Commissioner  Shapiro  asked  what  the 

assumptions  where  behind  the  purse  program  estimates.  Bernie  Thurman  of  HPFRA  said  the 

percentage  gains  and  decreases  from  the  spring  2005  meeting  were  applied  to  the  fall  meeting 

numbers  from 2004 and  translated  to  averages.  She  stated  the 2004 meeting  made  substantial 
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ground  regarding  overpayments, so HPFRA  determined it. could  keep  the  stakes  schedule  and 

still offer good-sized  overnights.  Commissioner  Shapiro  asked how  HPFRA  planned  to 

promote its meeting.  He  said  he  understood the prior operator spent $80,000 in advertising for 

the entire meeting.  HPFRA  promised  it  would  conduct  a  better  meeting, so what  was it going 

to do  regarding  media,  advertising  and other items? Mr. Liebau  said  spending on media 

advertising  could be four times that of 2004. In  addition,  group  sales  were  being  revamped, 

and  family  days  would be offered  every  Sunday.  Friday  night  concerts  would  also  continue. 

Commissioner  Shapiro  asked  what  physical  improvements  were  being  made at the racetrack. 

Mr.  Liebau  said  improvements to benefit  the  horse  would  be  made.  Ten  stalls in the paddock 

area were  under  construction, so during  inclement  weather  horses  would not have  to  be 

saddled in the tunnel.  Mr.  Liebau  added  the  group  sales area was  also  being  expanded.  Vice- 

Chairman  Bianco  asked  if  the drop off in  out-of-state  wagering  was  in  the  southeastern  United 

States. Mr. Liebau  said  the  drop-off  had not been  isolated,  but  he was hoping  that  was'  the 

case. Chairman Harris asked  how  the  turf course was  progressing.  Mr.  Liebau  said  the  turf 

course was looking good. Commissioner Granzella motioned to approve  the  application  for 

license  to  conduct  a horse racing  meeting  of  HPFRA.  Commissioner  Shapiro motioned to 

amend the motion to include the requirement  that  HPFRA  provide  a  letter of credit for ,$4 

million, the terms of  which  would  be  determined by staff,  provided  they  were  commercially 

viable,  and  that  the  night  harness  racing  signal from Cal-Expo would be accepted on the two 

Friday  nights  HPFRA  proposed to run. Commissioner  Granzella seconded the  motion,  which 

was llnsnimously carried. 
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DISCUSSION  AND  ACTION BY THE BOARD  ON AMENDING TEE RACE  DATES OF 
THE RECENTLY APPROVED LICENSE OF THE PACIFIC  RACING  ASSOCIATION 
AT  GOLDEN  GATE FIELDS TO  OCTOBER 19 THROUGH  DECEMBER 19,2005. 

~ 

John  Reagan,  CHRB staff, said  in  August  2005  the  Board  approved  Pacific  Racing 

Association’s  (PRA)  application for license to conduct  a  race  meeting  October 19, 2005, 

through  January  29,  2005.  He  stated,  however,  during  the  2006  race  dates  allocation  process, 

the  2006  race  dates  for  Bay  Meadows  Racing  Association  (BMRA)  and  PRA  were  reversed. 

This  caused  BMRA to commence  its  2006  racing  year on December  26,  2005,  overlapping  the 

dates  of  the prior PRA  racing  application.  Mr.  Reagan  stated  to  adjust for the  recently 

approved  2006-racing  schedule;  PRA  requested an amendment of its  application to October 19, 

2005  through  December 19, 2005. Commissioner  Moretti motioned to approve  the  request  by 

PRA  to  adjust  its  racing  dates  at  Golden  Gate  Fields.  Commissioner  Granzella seconded the 

motion,  which  was unanimously carried. 

DISCUSSION  AND  ACTION  BY THE BOARD  ON THE NEED FOR ADEQUATE 
CAMERA  VIEWS/ANGLES OF RACING, PARTICULARLY  THE  VIEW  AT THE 5/16TH 
POLE. 

Executive  Director  Ingrid  Fermin  said  the  stewards  and  jockeys  indicated  they  would  like to 

see a  camera  that  would  bring  the  fields  around to the  5/16*  pole.  She  stated it was  difficult  to 

prove  infractions  that  might  occur  at  the 5/1@ pole, as it  was  a  blind  spot.  Chairman  Harris 

said  the 5/16 poles  would be different  at  each  track,  but it was  difficult to  cover  the  blind  spot 

with  a  head-on  view.  Executive  Director  Fermin  said  the  head-on  view  did  not show depth 

well,  and  when  riders or horses  dropped  in  it  was  difficult  to  prove.  Chairman  Harris  asked 

where a camera would be positioned.  Executive  Director  Fermin stated at  Santa  Anita  a 
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camera  was  placed  on  the  grandstand  and it helped;  and  Bay  Meadows  had  indicated it would 

use a  pole  with  a  remote  camera.  Craig  Fravel  of  Del  Mar  Thoroughbred  Club  (DMTC)  said 

each  track was different, so the  Board  would  have to be careful  in  mandating the position of 

any cameras.  Mr.  Fravel  said  DMTC had a remote  camera it would be willing to share  with 

other  racing  associations  to  see  how  it  would  work. He stated  the  remote  camera  cost 

approximately $50,000 apiece, as opposed  to  broadcast  quality  manned  cameras  that  cost 

$150,000 each. The 5/1@ pole  would be closer to the  camera, so the  remote  camera  could be 

useful.  Chairman  Harris  said  the  Board  supported  the  idea  of  ensuring  better  coverage by 

cameras.  He  stated  he  hoped  it was something  the  associations  would  accomplish  without  a 

Board  mandate. 

DISCUSSION  AND  ACTION BY THE BOARD  ON THE MATTER OF F"LL PUBLIC 
DISCLOSURE ON JOCKEY WEIGHTS. 

Commissioner  Shapiro said  the  issue of jockey  weight  was raised in New  York,  which  caused 

discussion  to  take  place  in  California  regarding  a  system that was  verifiable  and  would  clearly 

state how much  weight  horses  carried.  He  stated  California's  weigh-out  system  needed to be 

consistent  and  accurate.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  he  visited  the  jockey  room at a  southern 

California  track and  noted  some  jockeys  got on the  scales  without  their  colors,  and  some  were 

not  wearing  pieces  of  equipment,  which  resulted  in  arbitrary  weights  being  assigned.  He 

added  such  weights  could  not be verified.  Commissioner  Shapiro stated he hoped  the 

discussion  before  the  Board  would  result in placing  the  jockey  scale  outside  of  the  jockey  room 

so the  weigh-out system would be transparent  to  the  public,  and  all  jockeys  were  weighing-out 

in  the  same  manner.  Commissioner  Shapiro  commented  there  needed  to be industry  consensus 
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regarding  exactly  what items were  weighed,  and  not  weighed, to achieve  full  disclosure. 

Chairman  Harris said the  issue  had  nothing  to  do  with  the  jockey  health  discussion.  Instead, 

the  Board was concerned  that  the  public  understood  how  much  weight  a  horse was carrying. 

Shane  Gusman  representing  the  Jockeys’  Guild  (Guild)  said his organization  supported 

verifiable  weights.  The  Guild’s  only  concern was  the  possibility  of  unintended  consequences. 

If  the  industry  started  looking  at  the  inconsistencies  of  what  was  weighed it might  end up in  a 

situation  where  the scale of  weights  was  reduced.  Mr.  Gusman  said  the  Guild  did  not  believe 

that  was  the  intention of the  discussion,  but it wanted  to  make its concerns  clear. He stated  the 

Guild  believed  a  pilot  program to reach  an  industry  consensus  was a good  idea.  Commissioner 

Shapiro  said  he  understood  the  weight  traditionally  consisted  of  the  nude  jockey  weight  and  the 

silks,  pants,  undergarments, boots and  saddle.  That  weight,  with  the  additional  equipment  the 

jockey has on  his  person,  can  increase by 5.8 to 7.2 pounds.  Board  regulations  excluded  the 

safety  vest,  helmet  and  eye  goggles, all of  which  weighed  about 2.9 pounds.  Additional  items 

carried by  the horse,  including  the  saddlecloth,  pummel  pad,  chamois, whip and  channel, 

weighed  approximately 3.6 pounds.  All  of  the  items carried by  the horse  had  a  combined 

weight of 12.3 pounds  on  average.  Commissioner  Shapiro  stated  there  would be variations, as 

different  brands  of the same  equipment  could  weigh more or less  than  others.  However,  the 

public  deserved  to  know  what  the  horse  was  actually  carrying.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  his 

preference was  to have the jockey  weighed  outside  the  jockey  room,  and  include  everythmg  he 

would  have  on  his  person  when  he  rode  the  horse. The only  items  not  weighed  at  that  time 

would be the  saddlecloth and chamois, as they  were  placed  on  the  horse by the  trainer  who 

brought  them  at  a  later  time.  The  question  was  how  the  Board  would  devise a system  that 
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would  note in the program what  was  excluded from the  weigh-out  with its approximate  weight, 

or devise  a way  to  include  all  the  items in the  jockey’s  weight.  Paul  Nicolo,  a steward, said  he 

had a lot of  experience on both  sides of the  issue, as a  jockey  and as a clerk of  scales.  He 

stated in a perfect world  the  jockeys  would  weigh-out  in  an orderly manner;  however,  that  was 

not the case. The jockey  room  was  organized  chaos  between  races,  with  riders  changing  and 

cleaning up. When  they  weighed-out  they  sometimes  would not have  a t-shirt, as they  wanted 

the minimum to make  weight.  Mr.  Nicolo  said  after  the  jockey  weighed-out,  he  would  get  his 

safety  equipment and  would often down  a  quarter  of  Gatoraid.  From  the time the  jockey 

stepped on the  scale to before he  left the jockey  room, there were  significant  changes. 

Commissioner  Shapiro  asked why  the  weigh-out  procedure  could  not  begin  a  minute or two 

earlier. Mr.  Nicolo  said there would  need to be  more  time  between  races. By the time the  last 

rider checked  in  after  the  previous  race, there would  only  be  approximately  ten  minutes to 

change  and get the horse  saddled  before  the  next  race.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  the  jockeys 

had to get on a  scale, so what  was  the  difference  if  the  scale  was  inside or outside the jockey 

room? Mr. Nicolo  said  if there was  time,  and  the  jockeys  weighed  fully dressed, there would 

be no problem. Darrell  Haire of  the  Guild  said  he  was  concerned that there were so many 

changes  made at the last minute, there would be no time to weigh-out as described by 

Commissioner Shapiro. He  stated  a lot of changes  were  made at the  scale.  However,  if there 

was more time  between  races,  the  scheme  might  work. Mr. Nicolo  asked  what  would  happen 

if  the  jockey  weighed-in  under  weight?  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  weight  would be added, as 

is current practice. He  stated  the  paddock judge could be radioed  and  told the appropriate 

amount of weight  to  add.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  he  understood  time  was an issue,  but  the 
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industry  owed  it to the  wagering  public to ensure horses were  going out with the proper 

weight.  He  recommended  an  ad  hoc  committee  of  the  Board  work  with  the  industry to revamp 

jockey  weigh-out  procedures  and  bring  recommendations to the  full  Board. Mr. Nicolo  said a 

pilot program was  attempted  at  Santa  Anita, but it  caused  a lot of  confusion.  He  stated, 

however, the only way to arrive at a  workable procedure was to develop it in the field. Mr. 

Haire said  the  pilot  program at Santa Anita  was  working,  except  the trainers did not understand 

it. Chairman Harris said an ad  hoc committee was a  good  idea  and  asked  Commissioner 

Shapiro  to  take  the  lead.  He  stated  he  would like to see a pilot  program  tested at multiple 

tracks, as there were different configurations in the jockey rooms.  Chairman Harris asked  if 

Santa  Anita’s  pilot  program  resulted in some riders being  overweight.  Mr. Haire said  the 

lighter riders objected  because  they  were  unable to weigh-out  with  safety  equipment  and  had to 

add more pounds of lead. Mr. Haire  demonstrated  the true weight of the  equipment  jockeys 

weighed-out  with.  He  stated  safety  equipment,  which  was  not  counted  in the jockey’s weight, 

could  weigh as much as four  pounds.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said there could  be a variance of 

up to four  pounds,  depending on the  safety  equipment,  and if a  jockey  could  ride three pounds 

lighter  because  of  the  vest  and  helmet,  he  would  have an advantage.  That  was  a  reason  to 

include  safety  equipment  in  the  jockey’s  weight. Craig Fravel of  Del  Mar  Thoroughbred  Club 

said  Assembly  Bill 1180 required  the Board’ to approve  safety  equipment, so it  would be 

incumbent on the  Board to review  each type of equipment. If there were new materials that 

could be used  in  place of traditional articles, the industry  should  adopt  them. There were  too 

many facets of the issue that were  being  done  simply  because  they  had  been done for many 

years. If the  industry  met  and  fully  discussed  the  issue,  it  would  find  there  was  little  to 
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disagree  about.  Mr.  Fravel  said  he  endorsed  Commissioner  Shapiro’s ad  hoc  committee.  He 

stated,  however,  the  Board  needed  to  support  the  clerks  of  scales  as  they  were  under  a  lot  of 

pressure - especially  in  riding  colonies  where  a  lot  of  money  was  at  stake.  Mr.  Fravel  said 

any  program  could  fall  apart  if  there  was  no  support.  Drew  Couto of Thoroughbred  Owners 

of  California  (TOC)  said  TOC would  participate  in  the ad hoc  committee.  He  stated  he  agreed 

with  the  riders  regarding  silks.  In  2004  TOC  looked  at  silks  and  found  they  could  weigh 

between  ten  ounces  and  nearly  two  pounds, so it was  difficult for a  jockey  to  know  the  weight 

of  his silks  on  any  given  day.  In  addition,  before  anything was decided,  there  needed to be a 

base  line.  Mr.  Couto  said he was  referring  to  Board  Rule  1684,  Items  Included  in  Weight, 

which  excluded  safety  equipment  from  the  jockey’s  weight. He stated  safety  equipment  should 

be excluded so as not to discourage  its  use.  In  addition,  Board  Rule  1680,  Jockeys  and  Drivers 

to  Report,  which  required  all  jockeys to report to the  jockey  room  one  hour  before  the  first 

race,  had  not  been  enforced  for  years.  The  baseline  was  that  the  rules  needed  to be enforced, 

and  then  the  industry  could  talk  about  a  verifiable  standard. Ed Halpern  of  California 

Thoroughbred  Trainers  said  the  only  way  the  issue  would be resolved  was to follow  the  rules. 

Rule  1684  excluded  safety  equipment  from  the  jockey’s  weight.  The  same  rule  stated  what 

was included  in  the  jockey’s  weight.  The  rule  ought  to be enforced.  Mr.  Halpern  said  he 

agreed  the  current  procedures  needed  to be fixed,  but  until  the  industry  was  in  agreement  over 

how to fm the  problem,  the  rules  in  place should be followed.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  it 

would  not be a  problem,  and  he  would  recommend  the  association  return to the  traditional 

weigh-out  procedures. 
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DISCUSSION  AND  ACTION BY THE BOARD  ON THE PROPOSED ADDITION OF 
THE EMERGENCY  REGULATION 1920.1, HEIGHTENEI) SURVEILLANCE. 

Jacqueline Wagner, CHRB staff, said  at  the  August 2005 ad  hoc  medication  committee  meeting 

the  issue of enhanced  surveillance  was  discussed. It was  determined that abnormal  changes  in 

some horses’ winning patterns, unusual  high  winning  percentages,  and  routine drug test results 

near  a prohibitive level,  were  resulting  in at least the perception  that  some  horses  were 

receiving  medications or possibly  other  prohibited  treatments.  The ad hoc  committee  felt  the 

unusual  patterns  were  causing  the  perception of an uneven  playing  field,  which  was 

contributing  to  a  decline  in  on-track  attendance  and  wagering.  In  response, the committee 

proposed to add  an  emergency  regulation:  Rule 1920.1, Heightened  Surveillance.  Ms.  Wagner 

stated  the  rule  provided  that  any  horse,  stable or trainer  that  is on the premises, as defined by 

Rule 1420, definitions,  could, at the  discretion of the Board, be subject to heightened 

surveillance during the  period of ten  days  immediately  preceding  and during any race meeting. 

In addition,  the  rule  provided the surveillance  could  include  video  and  audio  monitoring, or the 

presence of association  employed  security  personnel or Board  investigative  staff. Ms. Wagner 

said staff recommended  the  Board  adopt the emergency  regulation as presented. Ed Halpem of 

California  Thoroughbred Trainers (CTT)  said his organization  favored the proposal;  however, 

it objected to the ability to create detention stalls or barns without  approval.  He  stated  the 

CTT  believed  the current system of local  detention  stalls in existing barns was the way  to 

handle  the  issue.  Chairman Harris asked  if CTT would  have  a  problem if the detention stall 

was  located in the trainer’s barn, but  had  enhanced  security.  Mr.  Halpern  said  CTT  would 

support  that  concept.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  under  the  current  rules,  the Board had to 

have  cause to initiate  surveillance.  The ad hoc  committee  wanted  the  Board to be able  to  place 
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a horse,  stable or trainer  under  surveillance if there  was  unusual  winning or other  concerns. 

Chairman Harris said  the  Board  did  not  need  cause  for  surveillance  due  to  the  concept  of  the 

enclosure,  but  the  rule  was  intended to clarify  the  Board’s  intentions.  Craig  Fravel  of  Del  Mar 

Thoroughbred  Club  asked if it would  be  possible to add  a  sentence  stating  the  purse 

agreements  and  horsemen’s  agreements with Thoroughbred  Owners  of  California  and  CTT 

would  govern  the  allocation  of  the  expenses  incurred by the  association in enforcing  these 

regulations.  Mr.  Fravel  said.  he  would  supply  staff  with  language  at a later  date. 

Commissioner  Shapiro motioned to adopt  the  emergency  regulation  as  amended.  Vice- 

Chairman  Bianco seconded the  motion,  which  was unanimously carried. 

PUBIC  HEARING BY THE BOARD ON TEE ADOPTION OF THE REGULATORY 
AMENDMENT TO CHRB RULE 1977 - PICK THREE. 

Jacqueline  Wagner, CHRB staff,  said  the  proposal  to  amend  Rule 1977, Pick  Three,  was 

originally  heard  at the September 2005 Regular  Board  Meeting.  She  stated the proposed 

amendment  would  eliminate  the  practice of substituting  the  off-time  favorite for a  horse 

scratched  from  any  leg  of  the  wager  prior  to  the  running  of  the  first  leg.  Instead, all wagers 

containing  such  horses  would be refunded.  In  addition,  the  proposed  amendment  provided for 

consolation  pools if  any  horse  was  scratched  from  the  wager  after  the start of  the first leg.  Ms. 

Wagner  said  Senior  Management  Auditor John Reagan  would  address  the  questions  raised  at 

the  September 2005 hearing.  Mr.  Reagan  explained how the proposed  consolation  pools  would 

be paid for horses  scratched  after  the start of the first  leg.  Chairman Harris asked  if  the 

consolation  pools  were  used  in  other  racing  jurisdictions.  Mr.  Reagan  said  he  believed  the 

proposed  regulation was similar to one in New  York.  Chairman  Harris  said  he  believed  the 
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wager  could  lead  to  some  confusion  regarding  the  payout  of  the various pools. Mr. Reagan 

said  the  Pick  Six  once  had  consolation  pools  and  on  occasion  a  consolation  payout  would  be 

greater  than  a  normal  winning  payout, and  he  would  receive  letters.  He  stated  such an 

imbalance  was  due  to  the  vagaries  of  the  pari-mutuel  system  and  could be explained,  but  they 

did  cause  some  fans  to  question  the  results.  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  at  the  September 2005 

meeting the Board was told  an  alternate  selection  would be too  difficult  to  program for the  Pick 

Three. He asked  if Mr.  Reagan had spoken  to  Scientific  Games (SG) about  the  possibility. 

Mr.  Reagan  said  the  Pick  Three  could  have  an  alternate  selection,  but SG would  have  to 

completely  rewrite  its  programming for the  wager  and  that  would take a  lot  of  time  and 

money.  In  addition, the current  Pick  Three  wager was not  written in a  manner  that  required  an 

alternate  selection.  Dave  Payton  of SG said the system  handled  the  Pick  Three as a  pool, 

while  the  Pick  Four  and  above  were  handled as scans.  He  added  the  way  the  system 

transferred  information  for  the  Pick  Three was different.  The  Pick  Three  information  was 

transferred  from  host to guest,  while  the  Pick  Four  and  above was transferred as pool  totals. 

Mr.  Payton  said  the  industry  in  general  had  not asked for an  alternate  runner  with  the  Pick 

Three  because  a  new  wagering  transaction  protocol  was  being  developed.  Once the protocol 

was  finished,  alternate  runners  and  a  lot of other  functions  could  be  added  because the host 

would  have  all  the  information it needed.  The new protocol  would make any  work on a Pick 

Three  alternate  selection  a  futile  exercise.  Commissioner  Shapiro motioned to  approve  the 

amendment to Rule 1977, Pick  Three.  Vice-chairman  Bianco seconded the  motion,  which 

was unanimously carried. 
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REPORT BY SCIENTIFIC GAMES  RACING ON THE PROPOSAL  TO  IMPLEMENT 
NET POOL PRICING FOR  CALIFORNIA RACING ASSOCIATIONS WITH  REGARD 
TO THE COMMINGLING OF WAGERING POOLS WITH  CANADIAN  RACE  TRACKS. 

Dave  Payton of Scientific  Games  (SG)  said  net  pool  pricing  had  been  talked  about  for  many 

years. It was a way for the  industry  to  adjust  for  different  jurisdictions’  take-outs  within  the 

simulcast  pools.  Mr.  Payton  explained  the  complexities  of  the  net  pool  pricing  and  why U.S. 

tracks  did  not  move  forward  with  the  concept.  On  the  other  hand,  the  Canadian  industry 

moved forward  with  net  pool  pricing.  In  addition,  the  three  tote  companies  implemented  net 

pool pricing, and  operated  the  system  in  Canada for approximately  nine  years. To wager  into 

U.S. pools,  Canada  would  require,  among  other  issues,  net  pool  pricing.  Mr.  Peyton  said  SG 

did  the  work on the  California  system  to  allow  Woodbine  in  Canada  to  wager  into  the  state’s 

pools.  He  mentioned  that  several  other  racing  jurisdictions  were  operating the system and 

were  reporting  double  digit  increases  in  simulcast  handle.  Chairman  Harris  said  he  was I 

concerned  about  the  impact  on  California  fans.  Would  there be lesser  payouts  to  California 

patrons  with  the  same  money  bet  in  a  net  pool  versus  the  traditional  pool?  Mr.  Reagan  said  the 

take-out  was  adjusted  for  the  other  jurisdiction. If  another jurisdiction  had  a  higher  take-out, 

that  patron  invested  less in the  pool,  and  would  receive  a  proportionately  lesser  payout. 

Commissioner  Moretti  asked  if  Califomia  Horse  Racing  Information  Management  System 

(CHRIMS)  would be used as the  check  and  balance on the  net  pool  pricing.  Mr.  Regan  said 

the  tote  numbers  would be provided  to  local  auditors  and  CHRIMS.  The  next  day  they  would 

agree  that  their  numbers  matched.  He  added  there  was  a  lot  of  work  ahead  to  ensure  the 

numbers  could be audited  and  CHRIMS was ready to accept the new  complex  information.  It 

would  be  a while before the system  was  ready  and  the  switch  could  be  flipped.  Commissioner 
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Shapiro  asked if  the  net  pool  pricing  would  make  the  California  signal  less  appealing  if  another 

jurisdiction was  allowed  to  raise  the  take-out  because  its  rate  was  higher.  Would  California 

lose  the  advantage  of  its  lower  take-out?  Mr.  Payton  said the Canadian  players  were  wagering 

into  separate  pools on California  races,  and so had  always  wagered  against  themselves.  With 

net pool  pricing,  they  would  have  the  opportunity  to  wager  in  the  larger  California  pools,  and 

would  probably  be  more  inclined  to  wager.  He  stated  that  was  the  reason for the  increases in 

handle  rates. The Canadian  patrons  were  anxious to wager  directly  into  California’s  pools, as 

they  would  receive  higher  payoffs.  George  Haines  of  Santa  Anita  said  the  net  pool  pricing 

made  California’s  signal more attractive.  California  was  such  a  large  pool  fans  were  not 

wagering  on  the  take-out,  they  were  wagering on the  winner.

John Reagan,  CHRB  staff,  said  the  report  for  Del  Mar  Thoroughbred  Club  (DMTC)  was 

routine;  however,  the  California  Exposition  and State Fair  (Cal  Expo)  harness  racing  meeting 

saw a severe  reduction  in  handle.  Mr.  Reagan  said  Cal  Expo  was  currently  evaluating  the 

meeting  and  would  decide  if it was  going to continue  with a harness  meeting or return  to  its 

traditional, fair meet.  Commissioner  Shapiro  congratulated  DMTC on the  success of its 

meeting.  Craig  Fravel  of  DMTC  said  the  raw  numbers  were  sometimes  misleading.  DMTC 

had  a  very  good  meet  and was up  in  virtually  every  category  in  wagering,  and  field  size  was 

up to 8.4 horses. 
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OLD BUSINESS 

Chairman Harris asked how the  jockey  health  study  was  progressing. John Reagan, CHRB 

staff,  said  the  study  was  moving  forward. He  stated  there  were  concerns  regarding certain 

issues  and  the  structure of the study,  but  they  were  resolved  and  all  the parties were  in 

agreement.  Craig  Fravel of  Del  Mar  Thoroughbred Club said  a  meeting  was  held in Kentucky 

in  September 2005 with  a  variety  of  industry  organizations.  He  stated there was  a lot of 

concern  and  interest  in  pursuing  the  study.  The draft of the  study  proposal  was the basis  of  the 

meeting.  Practicing  racetrack  physicians  raised some issues,  which  will be incorporated  into 

the  study by Dr. Mark  Hutchinson, a Professor of Sports Medicine  at the University of 

Illinois,  Chicago, who  was  the  designated  medical director of  the  study. A revised draft of  the 

study  proposal  and  budget  should be ready in October 2005. If all  parties  agree on the  revised 

draft, the  next  step  was  raising  money  to  fund  the  study.  Commissioner Shapiro said  the 

contract with  Scientific  Games (SG) would expire in September 2006. He  stated he would  like 

to hear  about  the  negotiations for the  new  contract.  While  the  Board  was not directly involved 

in such  negotiations,  Commissioner  Shapiro  said  he  believed it should  continue to advocate  the 

installation of  new tote  systems. If  the  contract  would provide for new tote  equipment, 

Commissioner  Shapiro  said  he  would  like to know  how it  would be implemented as California 

needed to move  forward  with  more  modern  technology. Terry McWilliams  with  SG  said  his 

organization  intended to introduce  its  complete line of  new terminals at the Tucson, Arizona, 

conference  the first week of December 2005. He  encouraged  interested parties to  attend  the 

conference  and  look at the equipment. Mr. McWilliams  stated SG was  in the early stages of 

compiling  a  preview  of its terminal  line  for  its California customers.  He  said  he  hoped to have 
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the  preview  scheduled for early November 2005 to receive  feedback  about  the terminal. The 

feedback  would  be  integrated  into  the  finished product. Commissioner  Shapiro  said  he  did  not 

know  which  tote  company  would get the contract. He  stated  he was concerned  the  Board 

would be told  an  agreement  was  reached,  but  new  equipment  could  not be installed  until  a  date 

in the future, and  new equipment  would  not  be  available to the  wagering  public.  He 

encouraged  the  tracks  and  tote  companies  to  work  together  to  achieve  the  best  system,  and 

have it in  place by September 2006 when  the  contract  expired.  Richard  Castro of the  Pari- 

Mutuel  Employees  Guild  (Guild)  said  his  members  would  rather  see  new  equipment  installed  in 

another  state and tested before it was  installed in California.  In  the past, California’s  pari- 

mutuel clerks had  systems  installed  and  had  to  survive  by trial and error. Mr. Castro stated  he 

did not want  the  same  mistake to be repeated.  Chairman Harris said the system  would  not  be 

entirely  new; it could  be  an  adaptation  of  the  existing  system.  However,  he  stated it would  be 

wise  to  get  input from pari-mutuel clerks regarding  any  issues  they  may  have  with the system. 

Mary Lou Slender, a  horse  racing fan, spoke in favor  of  returning  thoroughbred  racing to Cal- 

Expo.

Additionally,  owners’ 
horses entered by said  trainer  anytime  within  a  period of 30 days  after  notification  of the first 
offense, may  be  subject  to  confinement  in a detention  barn  beginning  at  noon  on  the  day  before 
said horse is scheduled  to  compete.  Such  detention barn will  be  established  at  management’s 
sole discretion,  with  the  costs  of such detentiodsurveillance including,  but  not  limited  to, 
$150.00 for  security  and $25.00 for  stall  renovation  per  horse/entrant,  being  borne by the  trainer 
or  owner  of  such  horse. 

b. 2”d Offense - For  the  second  test  that  results  in  a  total  carbon dioxide (TC02) of 37 millimoles 
per  liter  of  plasma or more, the registered  trainer of such horse  shall  be  prohibited  from 
entering  any  owners’  horse  within  his  care  in  a  race for a  period of 15 race  days. 

c. 3rd Offense - For  the  third  test  that  results in a  total carbon dioxide (TC02) of 37 millimoles 
per  liter  of  plasma  or  more, the registered  trainer of such horse shall  be  expelled  from Los 
Angeles  Turf  Club’s  grounds for a  period  of  one  year,  and  shall  further  be  precluded  from 
entering  any  owners’  horses within his  care  for the balance of Los Angeles  Turf  Club’s  2005 
meet.

When a Graded Stakes Race or race  with a purse of $100,000 or more is conducted at  Bay 
Meadows, the following procedures are  implemented to enhance security: 

0 Richard  Lewis, Coordinator of Racing  Operations, provides a list of  starters to Michael 
Scalzo,  VP Operations and  Security,  The  list,  which is compared to the day’s official racing 
program,  contains the following information: 

1. Name  of Horse

4. Name of Veterinarian 
5. Barn  number  where horse is  stabled 
6, Stall number in barn  where  horse is stabled 

To  supplement the normal security staff  assigned to th e barn area, “SP lecial security” 
personnel are assigned to each horse’s stall and surveillance begins  six (6) hours before 
the official start of the race.  The  number  of special security personnel is dependent  upon 
the  number  of entrants in the race. 

0 The  special security people  attend an instructional meeting early in the  morning  of  the 
race; instructions include: 

1, The  specific assignment details for.the individual horse assigned each guard. 
2. A briefing on  race day  medication rules, provided by a California Horse Racing  Board 

3. A briefing on the dynamics  of  horse racing and racing operations by Richard  Lewis, 

4. A briefing on general operations procedures as they relate specifically to the  Bay 

5. Each guard is given a packet which includes an official racing  program and a form 

representative.

9. Each guard is instructed to follow, on  foot, the  horse  and handlers to the receiving 
barn before the race is run. 

IO. Each guard is instructed to meet the VP of  Operations & Security  at  the receiving barn, 
where he or she will return the video camera and  any  notes helshe may have taken 
pertaining to the  day’s  surveillance, At this time, there will be a discussion with all 
guards relating to the day’s activities. 

7. Each  guard is instructed to monitor any suspicious  activity or activity they don’t 

0 Video surveillance tapes  are  saved until all test results have been  determined to be 
negative. 

CHRB  investigators  coordinate  with  the BMRA special surveillance team. Investigators are 
encouraged  to visit the  location  of all participating  horses in the gradedlstakes race(s) of 
the day. 

Detention Barn Plan & Number and Location of surveillance cameras in detention barn area: 

In January, 2005, a new  surveillance  system  was  installed in Barn One,  which is  the barn 
mostly  frequently utilized by horses  shipping in  to run at  Bay  Meadows.  Barn  One is 360’ long 
by 180’ wide,  and has ten exits  and  entrances. It contains approximately  162 stalls, and 
houses the receiving barn  area,  transit  and detention stalls. Surveillance equipment includes a 
, I 6  camera, 180 GB digital recording  system.  The installation of surveillance equipment in 
Barn One  enables the company to better monitor  the activity of horses and persons entering 
and exiting Barn One and the stable gate area,  which is roughly fifty feet away. 

One  camera  has been strategically placed to  monitor  the stable gate entrance, two cameras 
monitor  designated detention stalls,  and  the balance have been placed to provide  surveillance 
of the entrances  and  exits to the  barn. 

The  recorder is kept in a secure housing in a locked  communications room in  the  Barn 
building. A password is required before any action  can be taken on the recording system. 

The  cameras  are  powered  from a common power supply located, with the recorder, in the 
communications  room.  The  entire  system is powered with a UPS power back-up, and will 
continue to operate  during a power failure. 



All cameras generate their own  infra-red  light  source, so they provide a viewable image even  in 
“total” darkness. They operate  in  color  during  the  day,  and convert to black-and-white in dark 
lighting conditions. 

The digital recorder records all  cameras at full frame.  Recording  options include resolution 
quality  and motion detection. In  motion  detection  mode,  video frame recording  commences 
only  when motion is detected within  selected  areas,  which  saves  on  hard-drive  storage  space. 
The  amount of time that can  be  stored  before  re-recording over existing material occurs is 
dependant  upon the amount of barn  activity.  If  all  cameras recorded 24 hours a day, 7 days a 
week, at the highest resolution setting,  the 180 GB  drive  would begin re-writing over existing 
data within  about 48 hours. With  standard  resolution and motion detection engaged,  recording 
time falls between 5 and 10 days  before  re-writing  begins.

D. For  night racing associations: Describe  emergency lighting system: 
Bay  Meadows  has five diesel electric generators that power  backup lighting systems.  Normally,  the  generators 
are  run  only  in  the  case  of  a  PG & E failure. On  nights  during  which  evening  cards  are  conducted,  the  generator 
connected  to  the  twenty-four  1,500  watt  metal  halide lights on the  roof is turned  on  in  order to insure that there 
is no transfer lag time  should  there be a PG & E failure.  Three  portable  4-lampI 1,000 watt  metal  halide 
generator  sets,  one in the  corporation  yard,  one  at  the  quarter  chute  entrance,  and  one in the  south  parking lot 
adjacent  to  the  jockeys  room,  are  also utilized. The  emergency lighting system  provides  power  not  only to the 
track lights, but  to  key  areas  such  as  totalizator,  computer,  phone,  and  money  rooms,  public  address  systems, 
and  public  areas in the  grandstand  and  parking  lots. Additionally, each  barn is equipped  with  battery  powered 
emergency lighting. To insure reliability, the  generators  are  serviced  bi-annually  and  are  run  for  at least one 
hour  each  month.

BACKGROUND 

Business  and  Professions  (B&P)  Code  Section  19420  provides  that jurisdiction and  supervision 
over meetings  in California where horse races  with  wagering  on their results are held or 
conducted, and over all  persons or things  having  to do with  the  operation  of  such  meetings is 
vested in the California Horse  Racing  Board  (Board).  B&P  Code  Section  19562  states  that  the 
Board  may prescribe rules, regulations  and  conditions  under  which all horse  races  with 
wagering on their results  shall be conducted  in California. The  University of California at 
Davis  (UCD)  has  conducted  several  studies  to  determine  the  role of toe  grabs as a risk factor 
for musculoskeletal  injuries in racehorses.  Toe  grabs are traction  devises  that are applied  to 
the front of  the  ventral  surface  of  horseshoes  worn by horses. They are classified as very low 
(2 millimeters  in length), low (4  millimeters),  regular (6 millimeters) and high (8 millimeters). 
At  the  August  2005  Medication  Committee  meeting a proposal  to  add  Rule 1690.1, Toe Grabs 
Prohibited  was  heard  and  endorsed. 

ANALYSIS 

The first UCD toe grab study  was  done in conjunction  with  the California Postmortem 
program  and  was  conducted  on  horses  that  had  died  at  the  racetrack.  The  study  found  that 
horses  with  toe grabs were at a greater risk  of dying due to  musculoskeletal  injury  than  were 
horses  that  did  not  have  toes grabs. This  finding  led  to other studies  including a survey  of  the 
types of shoes  worn  while  racing at Northern  and  Southern California thoroughbred  race 
meets.  The  study  included 11,OOO horses  competing  in 8,000 races.  Researchers  involved  in 
this study  devised a method  to  compare  the type of  shoes  worn  by horses  that  sustained  an 
injury to the  types  of  shoes  worn by horses  that  did  not  sustain  an  injury. The results  were  that 
horses  with  regular or high  toe grabs were  at  greater  risk  of a musculoskeletal  injury  than 
horses  that had  low or very low toe grabs. The  study  showed  that  low  and  very  low  toe grabs 
might  reduce  the  risk  of  musculoskeletal  injury.  Another  finding  was  that  the  number of 
horses  with  high  toe grabs had decreased, suggesting  that  horsemen  had  voluntarily  reduced 
the use of  high  toe grabs. 

The  proposed  addition  of  Board  Rule  1609.1,  Toe  Grabs Prohibited, would provide  that  toe 
grabs  with a height greater than four millimeters  worn  on the front shoes  of  thoroughbred 
horses  while  racing are prohibited. 

RECOMMENDATION 

No  comments  were  received  during  the  45-day  public  comment period. 
Staff  recommends  the  Board  adopt  Rule 1690.1 as presented.

BACKGROUND 

Business  and  Professions  (B&P) Code Section  19420  provides  that jurisdiction and  supervision 
over meetings  in  this State where horse races  with  wagering  on their results are held or 
conducted,  and over all  persons or things  having  to  do  with  the  operation of such  meetings, is 
vested  in  the California Horse  Racing  Board  (Board).  B&P Code Section  19440  states  the 
Board  shall  have  all  powers  necessary  and proper to  enable it to carry out fully the purposes of 
this chapter. B&P Code Section  19460 state all  licenses  granted  under  this chapter are subject 
to  all rules, regulations and conditions  from  time  to  time  prescribed by  the  Board.  B&P Code 
Section  19580  provides  that  the  Board  shall  adopt  regulations  to  establish  policies  guidelines, 
and penalties  relating  to  equine  medication in order to  preserve  and  enhance  the  integrity of 
horse  racing in California.  At  the  August  2005  Medication  Committee  meeting,  the  proposed 
text for Board  Rule 1902.5, Animal  Welfare,  was  endorsed. 

ANALYSIS 

The  humane  treatment of animals,  which  includes  the  methods  used to train, race  and care for 
equine  athletes, is a central  tenet  of  the  horse  racing  industry.  It is important  that  everyone 
involved in horse  racing  act  responsibly  towards  horses  engaged  in  the sport. Although the 
Board  endorsed  the  International  Group  of  Specialist  Racing  Veterinarians  Welfare  Guidelines 
for Horse  Racing  in 2000, it does  not  have a rule that  specifically  addresses this area of  the 
industry.  The  proposed  addition  of  Board Rule 1902.5, Animal  Welfare,  provides  that  no 
person  under  the jurisdiction of  the  Board  shall  permit or cause  an  animal  under his control or 
care to  suffer  any form of cruelty, mistreatment,  neglect or abuse,  including  abandonment,  the 
administration  of  noxious or harmful  substances, or the  depravation  of  necessary  sustenance, 
shelter or veterinary care. Currently, if a licensee is charged  with  the  mistreatment  of  an 
animal,  Rule  1530,  Cases  Not  Covered by Rules  and  Regulations,  is  used.  The  addition  of 
Rule 1902.5 will cover areas that  Rule  1530  leaves  vacant or open to ambiguity  and 
interpretation. 

RECOMMENDATION 

No Comments  were  received  during  the  45-day  public  comment  period. 
Staff  recommends  the  Board  adopt  Rule 1902.5 as presented.

On October 18, 2005, the Jockeys’  Guild  was  the  subject  of  a  U. S. House of Representatives 
subcommittee  hearing  held  to examine jockey’s health  and  welfare issues. Although  CHRB  staff 
was  not  present at the hearing, a sampling of the published articles regarding the gathering  are 
included  here  for your review. 

In addition, the CHRB has made  arrangements  with the Department of Finance  (DOF)  to  examine 
the delivery of health and welfare services to  California jockeys with regard to the mandated 
program in Business  and Professions Code  Section  196  12.9. The DOF is scheduled  to  begin  their 
work  in  early November.

with  his  wife,  Amy,  who  fought  back  tears  as  she talked of  her  husband's July 20, 
2004 injury,  the  shock they both  felt  when  they  learned  the  Guild's $1 -million 
catastrophic  injury  insurance  was  gone,  and  the  lack  of  support  she  said  they 
received  from  Guild  management  when  medical bills totaled  more  than $500,000. 

Birzer  testified as part  of  the  opening  panel 

A  second panel featured  testimony  from  Hall of Fame jockeys Jerry  Bailey,  Pat 
Day, and Chris McCarron -- three  former  Guild  executive  committee  members; 
current  Guild  board  chairman  David  Shepherd;  current  Guild  co-vice  chairman and 
immediate past chair  Tomey-Jean  Swan;  former  Guild  national  manager  John 
Giovanni,  who  was  ousted  from  that  position in 2001; disabled  former  jockey Gary 
Donahue,  who was ousted  from  a  position  with  the  Disabled  Jockeys  Fund  after he 
asked  questions  about  transfers  of  funds;  former  Guild  treasurer  Eddie  King, who 
was  ousted  after  asking  for  more  detailed  financial  information from Gertmenian; 
and  former  Guild  board  member  Robert  Colton,  who  submitted  detailed  written 
information with allegations of possible  wrongdoing by Guild  management. 

The final panel put the  spotlight  on  current  Guild  officials:  Gertmenian,  vice

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president  and chief operating  officer  Albert  Fiss,  and  general  counsel  Lloyd 
Ownbey Jr. 

In his  opening  remarks,  Whitfield  said two key points of the  hearing  were  to 
determine  why  the  Guild  allowed  the  accident  insurance  to  lapse  March 31,  2002, 
and  whether  or not Guild  members  were  adequately  notified  they  were  no  longer 
covered  for  medical bills higher  than $100,000. He  also  said  the  subcommittee  had 
questions  about  money  that  was  shifted  out  of  the  Disabled  Jockeys  Fund.  Finally, 
Whitfield  said,  Congress  had  concerns  "about  Mr.  Gertmenian  himself.  He  has  a 
tendency to exaggerate -- to  embellish." 

Whitfield  said  Gertmenian's  resume  included  references  that  he  was  chief  detente 
negotiator in the  Nixon  and  Ford  administrations,  references  that  could  not be 
confirmed by Congress  or  the  Department  of  Defense. 

Beyond  the  issues  with  the  Guild and its management,  Whitfield  said  the 
committee was interested in helping  find  a  solution  to  the  issue  of  insurance  for 
jockeys  and  other  backstretch  employees.  He  recalled  that  the  Committee on 
Energy  and  Commerce  passed  the  first  Interstate  Horse  Racing  Act  and  suggested 
a  federal  solution may be  needed  to  deal  with jockeys insurance. 

Whitfield's  comments  were  preceded by a  brief  video  focusing  on  the  dangers of 
riding.  The  video  showed  the  near  accident  involving  Afleet  Alex at this year's 
Preakness  (gr. I), then  followed  with  numerous  spills  and  breakdowns of horses 
during  a  race. 

Several  committee  members  expressed  outrage at the plight of jockeys,  blaming 
racetracks  and  horse  owners  for  the  problem.  Whitfield  said  a  second  hearing 
would  include  racetrack  owners,  particularly  the  owners  of  Mountaineer  Park, 
where  Birzer  sustained  his  injury,  along  with  a  representative  of  the  National 
Thoroughbred  Racing  Association. 

Gary  Birzer talked of his  loyalty  to  the  Guild  before  and  after  Gertmenian  replaced 
Giovanni  as  the  organization's  top  executive in an  overthrow  orchestrated by 
McCarron  and two other  members  of  the  executive  committee.  "When I joined the 
Guild,  Gary  Stevens  was  president,"  he  said.  "When I received my handbook,  it 
read:  'WE  TAKE  CARE  OF OUR OWN.' And  that  included  insurance  for  on-track 
injuries." 

The  Birzers  said  repeated  telephone calls to  Gertmenian  and  Fiss  went 
unanswered,  and  when  the two visited  Birzer in a  rehabilitation  center  "the only 
thing  they  wanted  to  discuss  was how I should  sue  Mountaineer  Park,  not why  the 
Guild  couldn't  help  me," Gary  Birzer  said.  At  one  point,  Amy  Birzer  asked  Fiss  why 
the  Guild  wasn't  helping  her  husband.  "Try  to  understand,"  she  said he told  her. 
"Horse  racing is a  billion-dollar  industry.  Jockeys  should  not  be  paying  for  their own 
insurance  and we are using  your  husband as a  'guinea  pig'  to  make  a  statement." 
Later,  under oath Tuesday,  Fiss  admitted  to  saying  that  and  said  he  had 
apologized  to  the  Birzers. 

Bailey  and  Day  said  they  had  resigned  from  the  executive  committee  and  Guild. 
Bailey had served as Guild president  for  seven  years  and  Day  was  president  when 
Gertmenian was brought  in  following  a  controversial  polling of the  nine  committee 
members. 

McCarron,  who  was  introduced  to  Gertmenian  in 1994, said  he  was  impressed by 
the  Pepperdine  University  professor's  resume,  particularly his role as  a  negotiator 
for two American  presidents.  He  recommended  to  the  executive  committee  that 
Gertmenian  replace  Giovanni.  When  that  happened in June  2001,  Giovanni  and

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other staff were  locked  out of the  Guild's  Lexington  office.  A  fax  from  McCarron  to 
Giovanni  explained  that  he  was  being  replaced. 

McCarron  admitted  that  he  had  been  duped by Gertmenian,  who  refers  to  himself 
as "Dr.  G.".  "Bringing  Dr.  G  into  the  mix  was  the worst mistake I ever  made,"  said 
McCarron.  The retired Hall  of  Fame  rider  apologized  to  Giovanni  and  the  other 
terminated Guild staff - not for his  role  in  taking away their livelihoods  but  for  the 
treatment  they  received  from  Gertmenian  and  Matrix Capital Associates,  a 
consulting  company  wholly  owned by Gertmenian  and  without any  employees  or 
other  clients  besides  the  Guild.  Gertmenian is paid an annual  salary  of  $165,000 
and  receives  approximately $335,000 a  year  for  Matrix.  Gertmenian  was  unable  to 
fully  explain  how  that $335,000 is spent on the  Guild's  behalf. 

Bailey testified that in June 2002, he  asked  Gertmenian if Guild  members  were  still 
covered by the  $1-million  accident  insurance.  Gertmenian  said  they  were,  but  one 
day later  admitted  to  Bailey  that  Giovanni  had  failed  to  renew it. In a  deposition  for 
a  lawsuit,  Gertmenian  testified  that  the  Guild  board  voted to let the  insurance 
lapse. He testified  before  the  committee  that he was  wrong  when  he  said  that. 
McCarron  and  Colton  said  the  issue  was  never  put  to  a  vote at the  board  level. 
Members  were  never  told  the  insurance  had  been  discontinued. 

Tennessee  Republican  Rep.  Marsha  Blackburn was stunned by the 
inconsistencies.  "This is starting  to  sound  like  a  Dr.  Seuss  novel,'' she  said. 
"Events  that  never  happened in a  town  that  doesn't  exist." 

"This thing is really  a  hornet's  nest and it's  starting  to  unravel,"  said  Michigan 
Democratic  Rep. Bart Stupak. 

Giovanni  said  the  challenges of acquiring  health  and  accident  insurance  for 
members was a  growing  problem  during  his  tenure as national  manager of the 
Guild.  Despite  accusations  from  Gertmenian  and  others  that  the  Guild  was  "going 
bankrupt"  when  Giovanni  was  thrown  out,  Giovanni  said  the  organization  was  in 
"decent"  financial  condition. 

"More  than  60  years of progress  made in funding  ever-increasing  insurance 
benefits  for  the  Guild's  members  appears  to  have  vanished," Giovanni told  the 
committee.  "On  behalf of those who fought so long  and hard for  these  basic  needs, 
I ask why this occurred,  who  is  responsible  and,  most  important,  how it may  be 
restored." 

Committee  members  grilled  Shepherd  and  Swan  about  financial  changes  made by 
Gertmenian  under  their  watch as the two most  recent  chairpersons  of  the  Guild. 
During  Swan's  tenure  as  chairman,  she  said  she  could not recall whether  or  not 
the  board met to discuss  the  lapse of accident  insurance. 

Oregon  Republican Rep. Greg  Walden  repeatedly  asked  Shepherd  and  Swann 
why minutes of Guild  board  meetings  had  not  been  made  available  to  the 
committee  and  whether  or  not  they  had  reviewed  financial  statements. "I think  you 
are sitting  on  a pile of liability,"  Walden  told  them. 

Whiffield  also  pressed  Shepherd  on  minutes  from  board  meetings,  which  had  been 
subpoenaed by the  committee.  He  asked  Shepherd  whether or not  the  Guild  would 
supply  those  minutes. "I think  we  should,"  Shepherd  replied. 

Shepherd  said  Gertmenian  changed  auditors,  but  he  was  unaware,  for  example, 
that  the  auditor  chosen to replace  Arthur  Anderson was a  former  college  roommate 
of Gertmenian.  Shepherd  said  the  focus  should not be on  the  Guild  but  on  what  he 
said are the real culprits in the  insurance  snafu --the racetracks.  "The  tracks  have 
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no  regard  for  human life or  equine  life,"  he  said. "It's all about  the  dollar." 

When  Gertmenian,  Fiss,  and  Ownbey  testified,  attention  focused on Guild 
finances,  Gertmenian's  resume, and the  failure  to  provide  accident  insurance  to 
members  or  to  notify  them of the  change.  Fiss  referred to shortcoming's  in 
Giovanni's  insurance  program  but Rep.  Stupak  cut  him off: "This happened on  your 
watch,  not  Mr.  Giovanni's,"  he  said.  Fiss  said  he didn't think  many  jockeys  were 
even  aware  the  $1-million  insurance  policy  existed. 

Texas  Republican  Rep.  Joe  Barton,  chairman  of  the  Energy  and  Commerce 
Committee,  said  no  one  had  been  able  to  identify  Gertmenian in any position  of 
significance  during  the  Nixon  and  Ford  administrations.  He  asked  Gertmenian if his 
resume was correct.  "Yes,  sir,"  the  Guild  chief  replied.  "We  think  it's a complete 
fabrication,"  Barton  said.  "You  need to provide  some  documentation." 

Barton called Gertmenian  an  "absolute  disgrace,"  adding, "I don't  know  what it 
takes to make a change in management,  but if I was a dues-paying  member  of  the 
Guild I would  want a change  in  management." 

After the  seven-hour  hearing,  Guild  chairman  Shepherd  shrugged off Barton's 
suggestion that Gertmenian be  replaced.  "I've  got  complete  confidence in our 
management,"  said  Shepherd.[ 
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WASHINGTON -- Testifying  from  a wheelchair, former jockey 
Gary Birzer told  a  House  panel Tuesday that The Jockeys'  Guild  let 
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Mountaineer Race  Track, 
leaving him  paralyzed  from  the 
chest down. While  taking  the 
oath to testify Tuesday,  he was 
unable to lift  his fingers. The 
Birzers said they  have  incurred 
some $500,000 in  unpaid 
medical fees and  were  forced to 
transfer him to an inadequate 
hospital facility because  the 
guild  would  not  cover  his 
medical expenses. 

"After  remaining  loyal  for so 
many years and  relying on (the 
guild's) promises, both  in  group 
meetings and when they  have 
talked directly to me, I have felt 
I have been  completely  let 
down,"  Gary Birzer told  the 
committee. 
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The couple told  congressmen  they  believed the guild  would  cover 
their insurance before  the  accident. 

Vice President Albert  Fiss  later  acknowledged that the notification 
that on-track  insurance  had  been  canceled was not clear. The  notice 
was a  bullet  point on the  second  page of a  mass mailing on ways to 
apply for outside health insurance,  he said. 

Amy Birzer singled  out Fiss and  guild President L. Wayne 
Gertmenian as having  broken promises about medical care that 
would be  provided to her  husband after his spinal cord  injury. 
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She testified that Fiss initially  promised the guild  would  pay  for 
several weeks of continued care at  a specialized facility for  spinal 
cord injury care but later changed  his  position. 

"He  went  back on his  word," Mrs. Birzer said of Fiss. She testified 
Fiss told her, "Jockeys  should  not  be  paying for their own insurance, 
and we are using  your  husband as a  'guinea  pig' to make a 
statement." 

Fiss acknowledged  making  the comment and apologized. 
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Jockeys tell Hill panel of plight 
Paralyzed Birzer, others push  for help on insurance

WASHINGTON // Through the poignant  testimony of a  paralyzed jockey and others, a 
House  panel  was told yesterday that most  thoroughbred jockeys are being let down by 
government - and their own  guild - in  not  being  afforded adequate insurance for life- 
altering  track accidents. 

Second-generation jockey Gary 
Birzer  told  a  House  Energy  and 
Commerce subcommittee that he never 
doubted  he was covered by a Jockeys 
Guild  insurance plan for his 
catastrophic injuries after the filly he 
was  riding at West Virginia's 
Mountaineer  Park fell in July 2004. 

He  was  paralyzed from the chest down 
and  appeared at yesterday's hearing in 
a  wheelchair.  Fighting back tears, his 
wife, Amy,  who is his sole caregiver, 
testified  the  couple owes $500,000 in 
medical  bills. 

"When I received my [guild] handbook, it read, 'We take care of our  own,"' the former 
jockey, 30, testified in a soft voice. "And that included  insurance for on-track injuries." 

It turned  out  that the guild  had allowed the insurance plan, which  would  have  paid  up to 
$1 million  of  Birzer's  medical expenses, to expire in 2002 - apparently  because it was  too 
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expensive. 

"He had  paid the dues, he had  paid the per-mount fees and  he thought he  had  insurance," 
said  Rep. Ed Whitfield, chairman of the Subcommittee on Oversight  and Investigations. 
'Ws a  dangerous sport. There's  no  reason  we  should  have  people falling through the 
cracks," the Kentucky Republican said. 

While jockeys can still opt into a  guild  insurance  plan  for  non-track injuries, the 
catastrophic  track coverage has not been  restored by guild managers. 

Of 38 states permitting thoroughbred racing,  only  Maryland,  New  York, California and 
New  Jersey  require jockeys to be  covered by workers' compensation. 

YJnder  the  ruse  that jockeys are independent contractors,  most states allow the riders  to 
bear  the risks and the costs that are borne by virtually all other employers in this 
country,"  said subcommittee member  Bart  Stupak,  a  Michigan Democrat. 

The  subcommittee is exploring a  number of possible  remedies.  Some  members  want 
Congress to mandate workmen's compensation  for jockeys in all states, or for track 
owners to increase their $100,000 liability for on-the-job injuries. 

Others  want  to allow the guild to collectively  bargain as a  union, which is now  denied 
because the jockeys are technically "not anyone's  employees," said Rep.  Tammy 
Baldwin,  a  Wisconsin Democrat who says riders should be treated "like other 
professional athletes." 

The  hearing was attended by a handful of well-known current and former jockeys, 
including  Pat Day, Chris McCarron  and  Jerry  Bailey. 

Said  Bailey:  "A national workmenk  compensation  plan  would  be  a godsend. I have 
broken  21  bones in my career and I consider  myself fortunate." 

Whatever action Congress takes, it can't undo  what  happened  to Birzer, who said he 
attended  guild  meetings and "not once during  any  of those meetings was anything said 
about  the  catastrophic insurance being cancelled." 

L. Wayne Gertmenian, the guild's president,  testified  that the plan had to be  dropped 
because  there was no money  for it. He said  guild  members - there are about 1,200 - were 
more  interested  in  insurance to cover themselves  and  their families for such ailments as 
cancer. 

Several jockeys testified that the decision to discontinue the plan was  made without a 
meeting  of  the  Guild's  board of directors and  with  little  or  no  notice. 

After  learning  her  husband  was  not  covered by the policy, Amy Birzer testified that  guild 
leaders didn't live up to promises to pay  for his continuing care at a top-notch 
rehabilitation  facility and that he was transferred  to  another  West Virginia facility, where 
he  incurred  bed sores. 

She  said she was told by guild  vice  president  Albert  Fiss: "Jockeys should  not  be  paying 
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for  their  own  insurance  and  we are using  your  husband as a guinea pig to make  a 
statement." 

Asked  by the committee if  he  indeed  made such a  statement, Fiss replied, "Yes, I did," 
He  said  he  owed several people an apology  for  making it. 

The  Birzers  now live in a Cincinnati apartment,  where  they  are  near relatives. 

After  the  Birzers' testimony, the committee spent  much  of the nearly seven-hour hearing 
seeking  to  determine whether there was  mismanagement  of  guild funds. 

John Giovanni, the guild's former national  manager,  was  ousted in June 2001. Some 
jockeys believed the guild needed a  better  negotiator  to  deal  with track owners. 
Gertmenian,  a  Pepperdine  University  economics  professor,  was  named by the guild's 
executive  committee to take  Giovanni's  place. 

The  committee has been requesting documents  from the guild  to determine whether 
money  was spent appropriately.

BACKGROUND 

Beginning  in 2004 when the California  Horse  Racing  Board  began considering jockey 
weight  issues, the Board  recognized  the  need to tighten procedures relating to weighing 
jockeys to make certain that  horses  carry  their  assigned weights in races. Stewards  and 
CHRB investigators increased  their  monitoring  of  those procedures. Recent events in 
New  York involving jockey weights  demonstrated the importance of having  tight 
procedures  in place and  of reassuring the  public  that  horses are carrying their  assigned 
weights. Accordingly, Chairman John Harris  created an ad  hoc committee to deal  with 
this  issue  and  named  Commissioner  Richard  Shapiro to chair the committee.  That 
committee has developed procedures  and  identified areas for  continued  research  that, 
when  implemented,  will  provide  transparency  to  the  weighing process and  guarantee its 
integrity.  The committee update  and  related  CHRB regulations are included  for  Board 
consideration. 



The  Ad  Hoc Committee on Jockey  Weights,  chaired  by  CHRB  Commissioner  Richard 
Shapiro  and  comprised of representatives  of jockeys, horse  owners, trainers, racing 
associations,  and  racing officials, has  endorsed  the  following procedures and  areas  for 
continued  review,  and expressed support  for  enforcement  of the attached  regulations,  in 
order  to  provide transparency and  integrity to the  weighing out/in process At a  date to be 
determined  and announced beforehand,  the  stewards  and  CHRB investigators will  begin 
rigidly  enforcing these procedures and  regulations. 

These  procedures  make no changes to  the scale of  weights,  nor  do they address health 
issues,  which are separate matters  being  addressed by the  CHRB  and  racing  industry. 
These  procedures are designed to make  certain that horses  carry their assigned  weight  in 
races  and to fully inform the public of  all  weight  carried by horses. 

All  riders  in the jockey’s rooms  at  Santa  Anita  Park, Golden Gate  Fields,  and Los 
Alamitos  Race  Course, along with  the  clerks  of scales and the stewards,  have 
been  provided with the attached  rules  concerning the attendance, behavior,  and 
responsibilities of riders and  officials as they  pertain to the weighing of riders. 

A  CHRB staff member  and  a  representative of the  Jockeys’  Guild  together are 
researching  the  American  Society  for  Testing  and Materials (ASTM) standards 
for equine safety equipment to determine  the  brands  and ratings of  safety vests 
and helmets for approval. 

Each rider must designate hisher safety  equipment  and  register the weight of that 
equipment with the clerk  of  scales.  Each jockey’s safety  equipment  will  be 
marked to verify that it is approved  and  that  the  clerk  of scales has  weighed it. 

The  clerk of scales shall randomly  verify  the  weight  of the safety  equipment of at 
least three riders each race  day. 

Management  at each racing  venue  must  provide three scales for the weighing 
out/in process. One scale shall  remain  in  the jockey’s room  and another shall 
remain near the winner’s circle for the weigh in, while a third scale shall be 
placed in an unrestricted area  for  the  weigh out in full public view. 

Approximately one hour  before  the first race, the clerk  of scales shall weigh  all 
jockeys without their clothing  or  equipment  in  order to ascertain their actual  body 
weights. 

A jockey must obtain direct verbal  permission  from  the stewards to report to the 
jockey’s room later than one hour  prior to the first race. Such permission  must be 
obtained on each occasion. 

A  steward or designated  person  representing  the  CHRB  must  be  present  when 
jockeys weigh out for each race. 



Each jockey will  weigh out for  each  race on the  public  scale,  and  must be  wearing 
all  clothing  and  equipment  that  he/  will be wearing  in the race. 

After  weighing out for each race,  participating jockeys shall immediately  proceed 
to a designated  common  area or to the  saddling  paddock. 

A steward  must check the scale  sheets  for  accurate weights each race  day. 

0 The following language shall appear in the official racing program each day: 

A jockey’s riding weight  includes  riding clothing, saddle,  undergirth,  and 
pad. The  weight  listed  in  the  program does not  include the jockey’s safety 
equipment, which consists of  the  helmet, goggles, safety vest,  and 
overgirth, and  may also include a pommel pad, girth channel,  and/or 
chamois. The total  weight  of this excluded  safety  equipment  shall  not 
exceed five pounds. The saddlecloths,  whip,  and bridle are not  included  in 
the five-pound limitation on safety equipment. The  weight of the 
saddlecloth, bridle, whip,  and  all  safety  equipment is additive to and  not 
included in the program  weight or announced overweight. 

0 The  ad  hoc committee will  continue  discussions  and research relating to 
uniformity  in saddlecloths and  other  equipment  carried  by the horse in  races. 

0 Racing Associations will  be  provided a timeframe to install video cameras to 
observe  and  record the weigh out process  for each race. 



CALIFORNIA  HORSE  RACING  BOARD  REGULATIONS 

1559.  Duties of Clerk of Scales. 

The  clerk of scales shall verify  the  correct  weight of each jockey at the time of  weighing 
out  and  when  weighing  in,  and  he  shall  report  any discrepancies to the  stewards 
immediately.  The clerk of scales shall noti@  the  stewards of any change of jockeys, or  of 
any  extra  or  special  weight  declared  for  any  horse,  or  any overweight, or any  alteration  of 
colors. At the close of each day's  racing  the  clerk  of scales shall provide the  association 
with a report of the  weight  carried  in  every  race  and  the  names of the jockeys specifying 
overweight, if any. He shall provide  the  paymaster  of purses an accounting of  the  riding 
fees due each jockey at the end  of  each  racing day. The Clerk  of Scales shall  be 
responsible to the stewards for the  conduct  of  the jockeys and their attendants in  the 
jockey room. 

1680. Jockeys and Drivers to Report. 

(a)  Every jockey engaged to ride  in a race  shall  report to the  Jockey  Room  at  least  one 
hour  before  post time of the first race  unless  excused by the stewards. Every jockey shall 
weigh out at the appointed time. After  reporting, a jockey shall not  leave  the  Jockey 
Room  except to ride in a race  until  all his or her engagements for the day  have  been 
fulfilled  unless  excused earlier by the stewards. 

1682. Weighing Out. 

All jockeys taking  part  in a race  must  be  weighed  out  by  the  clerk of scales no  more  than 
one  hour  preceding the time fixed  for  the  race. Any overweight  in excess of  one  pound 
shall  be  declared  by the jockey to the  clerk of scales,  who shall have such overweight  and 
any  change to jockeys posted  immediately  for  public  information  and  announced  over  the 
public  address system. 

1683.  Maximum Overweight. 

No horse shall carry more than  two  pounds  overweight  without consent of its owner,  his 
agent,  or his representative, but shall not  carry  more than seven pounds overweight  in  any 
race. 

1684. Items Included in Weight. 

A jockey's weight includes his riding  clothing,  saddle  and  pad. It shall not include  the 
jockey's safety helmet, safety vest, whip or the  horsek bridle. 

1685. Equipment Requirement. 

No bridle  shall  weigh  more than two (2) pounds,  nor  shall  any whip weigh  more  than 
one-half (0) pound. No whip shall be  used  unless it has affixed to the end a looped 
"popper"  made  of leather or other  material  approved by the stewards, not  less than one 
and  one-quarter (1 1/4) inches in  width,  and  not  over three (3) inches in  length,  and  be 
"feathered" above the "popper"  with  not  less  than  three (3) rows of "feathers" made of 
leather or other  material  approved by the stewards,  each  feather  not less than one (1) inch 
in  length. No whip shall exceed  thirty-one (3 1) inches  in length. All  whips  are  subject to 
inspection  and approval by the stewards. 



1686.  Responsibility for Weight. 

The  trainer  and  owner shall be  responsible  for  the  weight  carried by the  horse after the 
jockey has been  weighed out for the  race by the  clerk  of scales. The trainer or owner may 
substitute a jockey when the engaged jockey reports  an  overweight  in excess of two 
pounds. 

1689.  Safety Helmets Required. 

A racing association may  not  permit  any  person to gallop or pony a horse, to ride a horse 
in a race or be  mounted  in or riding on a sulky  unless  the  person is wearing a properly 
fastened  safety helmet. 

1689.1.  Safety Vest Required. 

(a) No jockey or apprentice jockey shall  ride  in a race  unless wearing a safety  vest,  nor 
shall a jockey, apprentice jockey, or exercise  rider, train or exercise any horse on the 
grounds of a racing association or racing  fair  unless  wearing a safety vest. Such  safety 
vest shall: 

(1) Provide a minimum of shock  absorbing  protection to the  upper  body  of a five  rating 
as defined  by the British Equestrian  Trade  Association (BETA); 

(2) Cover the entire torso from the  collar  bone  to a line  level  with the hip  bone  allowing a 
vee  opening  in the front neckline; 

(3) Weigh no more than 2 pounds. 

(b)  The  weight of a safety  vest shall not  be  included in the weight  of a jockey or 
apprentice jockey when  weighing  out or weighing  in  or  when  adding  weight to make  up a 
weight  assignment. 

1701. Weighing In. 

A jockey shall weigh  in after the finish of  the  race  and  he shall not weigh  less than one 
pound of his proper  weight  nor two pounds  over his proper  weight  except  that  the 
stewards  may take into account any excess weight  caused by rain or mud. The  stewards 
may disqualify any horse whose jockey weighs  in  at less than one pound of his  proper 
weight,  and shall discipline the  persons  responsible  therefor. 

1703. Jockey Excused from Weighing In. 

Should  any jockey be unable to present  himself  for  weighing  in due to accident, injury, or 
other  good  cause, the stewards may  excuse  such jockey.

INCREASING  HORSE  RACING’S  POPULARITY

I Background: 

The  interest by CHRB  Board  members  in  making  horse  racing  more  popular  has  been  evidenced by 
the  creation  of the “Bring  Back the Fans”  Committee  and innovative topics recently  discussed  at 
the  CHRB  Pari-mutuel Operations Committee. 

Attached is a summary of the results of  a  meeting of the  Bring  Back the Fans  Committee  held 
earlier this year. In addition, the Pari-mutuel  Operations Committee recently  discussed  the 
following  items in hopes of enticing the  elusive  new  racing  fan: expanding the number  of  ADW 
outlets,  head-to-head  wagers (a wager  where  the  fan is betting on the results of  only  two  specific 
runners in a  race - which one will  outdo  the  other),  and the development of  a  wager  where  a  fan 
makes  a  nominal  wager ($1 or $2) but  has  the  chance of winning  a  very large payout,  either  in  the 
hundreds  of thousands or even better - millions  of  dollars.

The  following  members attended the  meeting  at  Santa  Anita Park: Tony Allevato, Rick  Baedeker, 
William  Bianco 111, Steve Bieri, George  Bradvica, Shenvood Chillingworth,  Ingrid  Fermin,  Allen 
Gutterman,  Scott  Kelly, Chris Korby (via conference call), Jack  Liebau,  Mike  Marten,  Jack 
Mc’Daniel,  Roy Minami,  Jerry  Moss,  Ryan  O’Hara,  David  Pascale,  Ralph Scwfield, Richard  Shapiro, 
Tom  Shapiro,  Jeff True, Jeanne Wasserman  (conference),  and  Forrest  White  (conference). 

Richard  Shapiro  began  by thanking everyone  for  participating in this effort to improve  racing. He 
provided  everyone with an eight-page  memo  outlining his ideas  and  suggestions.  He  encouraged 
others to voice their own opinions. He  asked  everyone to work  together as an industry,  and  “leave 
our  individual interests at the door.” And  he  asked,  “If  money  was  not  a limiting factor,  what  would 
we do to fill the stands?” 

Jerry  Moss  said potential racing fans “are out there,  waiting to be cultivated,” but at present  racing 
does  not  receive enough exposure on television and  other  media.  He  considers  greater  exposure  a  key 
to turning things around in horse racing. 

Richard  Shapiro  suggested that better  utilization  of  CMC finds could  be  part of the answer. He  said 
live  horse  racing is in competition with  ADW  and  other  off-track  wagering outlets. 

Tom  Shapiro  said  he  would like to know  what  programs exist for the marketing  of  horse  racing. Do 
the  marketing departments at the various  racetracks  cooperate  with one another? Are  there  national 
programs in which  they participate? How  large  are  the  marketing departments? 

Mike  Marten  agreed to gather this information  and to prepare  a report. David  Pascale  offered to 
assist  in  the  effort. 

STANTON  FIELD  OFFICE 
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Jack  Liebau  provided  some history on  the  CMC.  Allen  Gutterman  said  he  and  other  marketing  chiefs 
use the Golden State Rewards  Network  (GSRN) as a  marketing  tool, such as  offering  double-point 
promotions. 

Ralph  Scurfield said we need to make  racing  a  national  sport,  and  agreed  with  Jerry Moss that 
reaching television audiences is critical,  in  the  same  way the National  Football  League  grew  through 
television  exposure.  He  said we need  to  reach  young  people,  “not just gamblers,  and  racing  needs  to 

‘ stop being “divisive  with each track competing  against  the  other.” 

Tom  Shapiro said the  message we need to send is that people  should  come  to  the  races  to  have  a 
“really  great, fun day,”  and this could  be  accomplished  with  better  marketing, fan education,  and 
working  with  businesses. 

Forrest  White said the  fairs, Del Mar, and  Saratoga  are  more  “seasonal”  ‘operators thw other  tracks 
that run continually  throughout  the  year.  He  said the other  major sports also  are  seasonal,  which 
makes them more  successful. 

Richard  Shapiro  said  educating  fans  about  horse  racing  would  be  a  logical  step,  and  he  encouraged 
the  racetracks to work  together on developing  a  DVD or CD,  which  could  be  inserted in newspaper 
home  deliveries. 

Jerry Moss said perhaps  the  NTRA  could  assist in this effort. It  could  include  handicapping 
information. And it  could  be  distributed at colleges. 

Tony  Allevato said that when he was  with  Hollywood  Park  (before  he  went to TVG),  they  had  a  one- 
hour  show on Saturdays  that  used  one of the  television  station’s  (KCAL)  sports  hosts. He  said  the 
show  received high ratings.  However,  it  was  not  profitable  because  the  station  could  not sell any 
advertising, so KCAL  canceled the show.  He  said  TVG  has  a  special  broadcast two hours  daily  on 
Fox that is tailored to general  audiences. 

George Bradvica said we need to “immerse  our  industry in the  mainstream,  reach  younger  audiences, 
using television and the Internet.”  He  endorsed  the  idea  of  a  Fantasy  Stable  promotion.  And  he 
suggested  paying  for  product  placement on popular  shows, such as “Desperate  Housewives.” 

Jack  McDaniel said Santa Anita is being  “more  aggressive  in  marketing than at  any  other  time in the 
last five years.”  He  said  Santa h i t a  is  “trying  to  get  people  back  in  love  with  a  day at the races.’’  He 
summarized some key  strategies of  the  marketing  program,  including  extensive  advertising on 
television  and  mailings.  He said the  key is “awareness.. .creating  a  general  awareness  that  horse 
racing is up  and  running.”  And  in  response to a  suggestion  from  Richard  Shapiro,  he  said  he  would 
work  with Rick Baedeker  and  any  other  racetracks  executives on a  cooperative  venture to develop 
and  distribute  a  DVD  or  CD. 

Jack  Liebau and Rick Baedeker  both  indicated  strong  support  for  what the committee is attempting 
to  do,  and both suggested that it  might  be  helpful if everyone  knew  what  had  been  tried  before, 
including  past  marketing efforts and  information  gathered from focus  groups.  “That way,  we  can 
learn  what button has not  been  pushed,”  said  Baedeker. 

Tom  Shapiro  read  a  list  of  his own ideas to improve  racing: 

0 Creating  one  marketing  organization. 

Enlisting  horsemen in the  effort,  perhaps by giving  each  owner 50 fiee passes to pass  along 
to others.  (Jack  Liebau  indicated that is  already  being  done.) 

0 Better use of technology  and  enforcement  of  medication  regulations.  (He  praised  the  industry 
and the CHRB  for  coming to grips  with  the  “milkshake”  problem.) 
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Offering spectator entertainment packages.  This  could  include  a  variation  of  the  Fantasy 
Stable  concept.  “Marketing  departments  could  help  young people pick  a stable.. .horses, 
jockeys, trainers..  .and notify  them by  e-mail  when  a horse is going to race.”  He  endorsed 
wider  use of the computer, of “narrowcasting to young people..  .it’s what  they  do.” 

Take  fans to the winners’ circle, “let them  have  their  photo taken, go  home  with  a  souvenir.” 

Let  fans  put silks on, “see  what it feels like to be  a jockey.” 

Offer  drawings, one where  the  winners  get to ride  in  the  carriage that takes patrol judges to 
their  posts, another that lets winners  go  into  the  saddling  paddock. 

Set  up  broadcast booths at  which  fans  can  announce the horses entering the track. 

Establish an area where fans can  talk to jockeys  and trainers and  get  autographs. 

Set  up  a  mechanical horse. 

Create  a theater where fans can watch  famous  races  and  educational tapes. 

Have handicapping clinics running  throughout  the  program, discussing things 1: 
horses  and other handicapping  strategies. 

Developing trading merchandise, such as trading  cards. 

Do fan  surveys, “find out what  they  like.” 

ike  speed 

Establish  a speakers bureau to send  representatives to dinners, functions, fraternal  meetings, 
and  other events around town. 

Promote  human-interest stories, perhaps an exercise  rider  who is also an artist  or  who  is 
earning  a  degree. 

Promote the importance of racing to the  community, such as tax contributions  and its 
economic impact. 

Hire  hosts and hostesses to mix  with  the  crowd  and  make the racing  experience  more 
enjoyable for guests. Exercise riders  could  be  utilized 

Promote conventions, make the racetrack  a  special-events venue. 

Marketing people need to know  more  about  the jockeys and horses, so that if a  group 
representative  were to express an  interest in attending the races on a  particular  day,  the 
member  of the marketing  staff  would  be  able to talk  about  the races being  offered  on  that  day 
and  the  horses likely to compete. 

Horsemen should be  “more  accountable  for  bringing  people in.” 

Promote  team-handicapping  contests. 

Recognize the importance of  establishing  racing  as  a  sports  venue,  with  other  sports  viewable 
on television monitors. 

Conduct  daily  giveaways of such things as seat  upgrades  and visits to the stable area. 

Create  frequent  player  rewards, such as  a visit to a farm. 

Invite  college bands to play  the  national  anthem,  and  provide free passes for  their  families. 



Shenvood  Chillingworth said Oak Tree increased its marketing  budget by $600,000 last  season,  and 
enjoyed  an  8.9  percent increase in attendance,  though  handle  was  slightly down, reflecting  lower  per 
capita  wagering,  “which  we  expected  with  new  people.”  He  said  Oak  Tree  advertised  every  week  in 
college  newspapers  but  had  a “terrible response.”  He  said an earlier effort to attract  college  students 
also  was  unsuccessful.  He said Oak  Tree  enlisted  the  services  of  Craig  Dado,  vice  president  of 
marketing  at  Del  Mar,  who tried some of the same things that have  been  successful  at  attracting 
younger  crowds  at  Del  Mar,  but those promotions  did  not  work.  He  said  Dado  conceded  that  things 
that work at Del  Mar  don’t  necessarily  work  elsewhere. 

Allen  Gutterman said his marketing strategy  involves  a  multiple  approach with combined  promotions 
targeted  at  different  demographic  groups (e.g. seniors,  students,  gamblers,  families),  and  “when  we  put 
all of  these things together, we  have  a  respectable  turnout.” 

Jeff  True  said  he does not think horse racing  has yet  developed  a  strategy  for selling racing as a  sport. 

Steve  Bieri said horse racing has not  even  decided  what it is selling. A sport? An  entertainment 
experience?  Gambling? Product? And he wondered,  “How  are  we  going to position ourselves  in  the 
market  place?  Edgy?  Family?”  He  said  once  we’ve  answered  those questions, we should  utilize  the 
Internet  extensively by establishing a  Website  and  using  pop-ups to direct people to the site. 

Jeanne  Wasserman  noted that Pleasanton  works  with its customers, offers racing  workshops,  educates 
fans  on  how to wager,  “and  we do it in the  park  across  from the grandstand, so that we  get  new 
people.”  She  said  they also have  a first-timers program,  which takes newcomers on a  tour  of  the 
facility. 

Chris  Korby  said  he  would  welcome  the  opportunity  for  CARF  and the individual  fairs to “integrate 
with  the  (major) racetracks.. .encourage fans at the  fairs to go to other racetracks.” 

Ingrid  Fermin distributed a transcript from a “60 Minutes”  broadcast  on  “Echo Boomers’’  (people  ages 
10 to 25), which discussed the buying  power  of this “largest  group to come  of  age since the  1960s.” 
The  broadcast  discussed how marketing experts are  reaching this group.  Ingrid  said,  “Let’s  determine 
the  places  these  young  people patronize, such as clothing  stores, then reach  them  there.” 

Rick  Baedeker  said  he does not  believe  in  marketing  to  college  students  because  “it just doesn’t  work.” 
He  sees  merit  in  going after the “low-hanging  fruit,”  or  lapsed fans who could be  enticed  back to the 
racetrack  with the right marketing  strategy. 

Jerry  Moss  said it would be  helpful to have  customer-friendly  workers  accessible to 
fans.. . .approachable,  uniformed  customer  relations  people  walking around. 

Richard  Shapiro  referred to one of the ideas on his memo to “reconfigure” the takeout, so that  fans  are 
rewarded  with  higher  payouts  for  wagers  placed  at  the  live  racing  venues,  and  with  additional  revenues 
going to purses. This would  require  legislation.  He  asked  for  a consensus on this issue. 

Jack  Liebau  said there are complications to changing the takeout.  He feels this is a  big  enough  issue  to 
warrant extensive discussions. He  suggested  creating  a  subcommittee  for this purpose. 

The  meeting  adjourned with the understanding  that  Mike  Marten  will  be compiling marketing  data 
with  the  assistance  of other members and  marketing  staffs,  and  Richard Shapiro will  be  working  with 
Jack  Liebau  and others on the takeout matter. No date  was set for the next  meeting. 



Notedminutes for second meeting  of FandMarketing Committee,  March 3 1,2005, 
executive conference room, Santa Anita  Park.  In  attendance: Richard Shapiro, Ed 
Halpern,  Drew Couto, George  Bradvica,  Scott  Kelly,  Mike Ziegler, George  Haines, 
Allen  Gutterman, Sherwood Chillingworth,  Ralph  Scurfield,  Ron Charles, David  Pascale, 
Mike  Marten, Jeff True, Ingrid  Fermin,  Craig  Fravel, John Hindman,  Mike  Kintner,  Rick 
Baedeker, Steve Bieri, and (via teleconference)  Forrest  White. 

Richard Shapiro opened the meeting by elaborating  on the concepts he outlined in  a 
memo to the committee members,  which  served as an  informal agenda for the  meeting. 
Regarding the concept for expanded, cooperative  marketing efforts, he asked  whether 
racetracks can “buy smarter and  cheaper  by  pooling  their resources?” He  suggested the 
possibility  of joint purchasing of airtime on radio  and television, and  possibly  buying  a 
local  television show that would  promote  races,  something  like the old “Feature  Race  at 
Hollywood  Park.” 

Allen  Gutterman described at length a  new  promotion  set  for the upcoming  Hollywood 
Park  meet in which fans that go to the  Inglewood  track  on  Friday night, April 29, or 
Saturday,  April 30, and fill out entry  blanks,  will  be  randomly  assigned stables of five 
horses  from  the roster of horses competing  in  the  final five races on April 30. These 
Fantasy Stables will generate points based on the  performances  of the horses during  the 
meet.  There  will  be incentives for  stable  “owners” to be  at  Hollywood  Park  when  horses 
in  their  stables come back to run. Hollywood  Park  will  award $70,000 in cash and  prizes 
to stable  owners with the highest totals. Marketing  will  include direct mail to 85,000 
patrons  and advertising in Daily  Racing  Form on April  9 (Santa Anita  Derby  Day).  Also, 
Equibase  will  run updates on the  Fantasy  Stables on its Website. TVG plans  on-air 
promotions.  Gutterman further related this promotion to the agenda item by indicating 
that  other racetracks could continue the  promotion  to  make it a  year-round  promotion. 

Shapiro  asked if the other tracks and  ADW  operators  would  make this a  team  effort by 
sharing their own mailing lists with  Hollywood  Park for the Fantasy Stables promotion. 
John  Hindman  and Jeff True said they  would  and  do  share  their  customer lists with  their 
member tracks. True mentioned  a  program  already  underway  at  Bay  Meadows.  There 
was  a discussion about privacy  laws,  duplications,  and  other  matters that would  need to 
be addressed,  but the consensus seemed to be  that  something  could  and should be  worked 
out  whereby  a  master mailing list could  be  created  and  shared  by all participating 
racetracks. Craig Fravel noted that the  Golden  State  Rewards  Network already has a 
governing committee that could  deal  with this issue,  especially as three members of  that 
GSRN  committee  were in the room  (Mike  Ziegler,  Drew Couto, and Gutterman). The 
discussion  ended  with  the expectation that  the  various interests will  begin sharing 
information from their mailing lists in  a  cooperative effort. 

During the discussion, the suggestion for  statewide  information systems came  up.  A 
meeting is scheduled for April 8 in  Del  Mar to discuss  the new calracing.com Website. 
Concerning the need for a statewide, toll-free  results telephone service, Mike Marten  said 
he  would  locate  and distribute the  information  that  was  gathered  several  years  ago  when 
this subject first came up 

On a  related subject, Shapiro asked  creating  a  CD-ROM  designed to familiarize the 
general public with the racetrack experience, including  providing  a layout of each

racetrack  and the ability to print out a  seat  assignment  and  free admission pass. This  led 
to  a  discussion about improving signage and  making the racing experience less 
intimidating  for  newcomers. Shapiro stressed the need  for providing patrons with 
reserved  seats.  Fravel said Del  Mar is consulting  with  a  Pasadena  firm to look  at  signage 
and  related matters. He offered to arrange  for  the firm to do  a  formal presentation to those 
would  be  interested in learning more.  Ron  Charles,  for  one,  said  he  would. 

Forrest  White said many of the fairs already  are  participating  in  a program this year  for 
Internet access to racing packages that include admission, handicapping  materials,  and 
seats.  Marten  will obtain more  information on the  fair  program  and distribute it to the 
committee  members. 

Rick  Baedeker  was  very enthusiastic about  the  CD-ROM  idea, something that would 
explain  the “do’s and  don’ts’’  of  horse  racing.  Fravel  said there “might  be  wiggle  room  in 
the  CMC  budget to do this.” Mike  Marten  will  keep  on  top  of this matter  and  relate 
developments to the committee. 

Shapiro  moved the subject to targeting  different  groups  of customers with  marketing  and 
service  programs. This related to the discussion  of  a  CD-ROM,  which  covered  many  of 
the  same  issues relating to newcomers to the  racing experience. Shapiro added  that  each 
facility  should  have hosts and  hostesses to welcome  newcomers  and  make their initial 
racing  experience more enjoyable. Again,  he  emphasized  the  need  for  a  reserved seat, and 
a  separate section. He said this could  be  a  cooperative  program. Perhaps three hosts  could 
be hired,  wh6  would  move fi-om track to track.  There  were  a few expressions of  support, 
then  the discussion moved to other topics. 

In an effort to appeal to newcomers,  Shapiro  said  racing should offer  new  bets  that  do  not 
require  handicapping expertise. He  cited  Choose  One  wagering  and  Even/Odd  wagering. 
There  seemed to be support for this idea.  Shapiro  asked  Mike  Marten to research the 
matter  and compile a list and details on all  the  various  new  wagers  being  discussed 
around  the country/world. Charles said this also  sounded like something that could  be 
addressed  by CMC/GSRN. Marten  said he would  work  with  Fravel  and  David  Pascale. 

Shapiro  said that racetrack regulars also  need  specialized service in recognition of their 
own needs.  He suggested, for example, that ADW operators  could set up  Internet  Cafes, 
allowing  bettors at racetracks access to the  extensive  information available Online, 
though  they  would  be  required to place  their  bets  through the windows.  He  said this 
would create a  “social environment” and  alternative to just sitting at home  alone  and 
betting  on races. Gutterman said Hollywood  Park  already offers such an environment to 
big  bettors in their VIP room, and  Charles  said  Santa  Anita is creating a similar room. 
Fravel  said technology is probably  only  a  year or two away from allowing racetracks to 
provide  wireless connections for information  and  wagering. The discussion ended  on  that 
note. 

Shapiro  voiced support for a  tiered  take-out  system  that  could provide higher  mutuels  for 
on-track patrons while generating additional  funds  for  purses. Charles said similar 
experiments  had  been tried in other jurisdictions without success. 

It  was  agreed that the committee meetings  have  been  productive  and  that the meetings 
Should  be  held more often, perhaps  monthly. No date  was set for the next  meeting.
