California Horse Racing Board Complaint #195SW0026. The Board Of Stewards issued
the following ruling: Licensee DR. LANE SCHLOEDER is hereby fined the sum of TWO
HUNDRED ($200.00)* dollars for violation of the California Horse Racing Board Rule
#1842 (Every Veterinarian who treats a horse within the enclosure shall in writing on a
form prescribed by the Board, report to the official veterinarian in manner prescribed by
him, the time of treatment, and any other information requested by the official
veterinarian. Any such report is confidential, and its content shall not be disclosed except
in a proceeding before the Stewards or the Board, or in exercise of The Board’s
jurisdiction.)
