Ruling # 4

to San Francisco Equine, Inc. is restored to good standing and Pacific Racing Association
ruling # 20, dated September 28, 2018 suspending Edgar Bayeh (DBA Hill Farm LLC.) for
violation of California Horse Racing Board rule #1547 (Failure to Appear) is hereby set aside.

(Kim KuhImann, DVM) that indicated Mr. Bayeh has satisfied his debt for services.

RULING #5 — JAMES RANDALL COPE (REFER FERNDALE 8-25-198)

Ruling #5

Starter James Randall “Randy” Cope is fined seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00)*
pursuant to California Horse Racing Board Rule #1552 (Duties of the Starter) for violation of
California Horse Racing Board rule #1695 (To the Post) and #1696 (The Start —horse not in
the starting gate when field was dispatched) in the Eighth race at Humboldt County Fair
(Ferndale) on August 25, 2019.

The foregoing Ruling was issued after Mr. Cope appeared before the Stewards and requested
an informal hearing to address an issue that occurred on the last day of the Humboldt County
Fair (Ferndale).

Mr. Cope was the starter at the fair and dispatched the field for the eighth race without one
horse, #6 Seau being in the starting gate. In addition #2 Dizzy Dancer was being held by an
assistant who was waiting for the last horse to enter the starting gate and did not receive a fair
start. As noted in the Ferndale Minutes, both horses were declared non-starters and all
wagers were refunded.

Mr. Cope offered no valid excuse and accepted full responsibility for his negligence.

RULING #6 — THOMAS NEAL VALENZUELA (CASE #19BM0001)

Ruling # 6

Trainer Thomas Neal Valenzuela is hereby fined the sum of Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00)*
for violation of #1874 (Disorderly Conduct — under the influence of Marijuana). Further Thomas
Neal Valenzuela is required to sign a testing agreement with the California Horse Racing
Board.

Mr-Valenzuela appeared in response to a complaint filed against him by the California Horse
Racing Board investigative staff for being under the influence of and in possession of
Marijuana on the grounds of the Alameda County Fair Grounds (Pleasanton). Mr. Valenzuela
did not dispute the allegation and accepted the penalty imposed.

RULING #7 — HARVEY LASKY

Ruling #7

Trainer Harvey Lasky is fined the sum of Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00)* pursuant to
California Horse Racing Board rule #1852 (Reporting to Receiving Barn) for failure to deliver
the horse Grits And Guts to the receiving barn at the designated time necessitating a late
scratch in the sixth race on Sunday, August 25, 2019, a violation of California Horse Racing
Board rule # 1629 (Penalty For Late Declaration).

Mr. Lasky met with the Stewards to discuss the failure of his horse “Grits And Guts” to arrive
at the receiving barn prior to the sixth race on August 25, 2019, necessitating a late declaration.

Mr. Lasky, noting that he lost his hearing aid, explained that he did not hear the twenty minute
or the five minute calls to report to the receiving barn.

Although sympathetic to Mr. Lasky’s loss of his hearing apparatus, the responsibility for the late
declaration was his.

Officers - Failure to Follow Orders of the Outrider) on July 12, 2019.

The foregoing Ruling was issued after Mr. Figueroa met with the Stewards for an informal
hearing regarding the complaint filed against him for failing to adhere to the orders of the
morning outrider.

Mr. Figueroa’s mount during a morning workout appeared to be unsound and the outrider
directed him to dismount. The young rider complied but then remounted when the horse was off

the track. Mr. Figueroa stated the groom that was leading the horse back to the barn
instructed him to remount.

Mr. Figueroa realizes his error and has accepted the penalty imposed.

STEWARDS REVIEW - 9™ RACE

The Stewards provided a video review of the ninth race for the wagering public to highlight an
incident near the 6 % furlong pole during this one mile event. The video shows #5 Baby You
Got It (Juan Espinoza) drift out slightly and appear to clip the heels of #8 Kona Breeze (Pedro
Flores). An Inquiry was not necessary as the former went on to beat the latter and appeared to
cause his own problem.

RULING #9
Trainer/ Exercise Rider Jacob Aguilar is hereby suspended sixty (60) days September 5, 2019
through and including November 3, 2019 and placed on probation for the term of his license
(10/01/2020), for violation of California Horse Racing Board Rule #1874 (Disorderly Conduct-
Loud and Boisterous Behavior while Intoxicated) on July 26, 2019 in the Clubhouse at Golden

Gate Fields.

Further, prior to the reinstatement of his license privileges, Mr. Aguilar must show proof of
Conditions of probation include signing a contract with the Winners Foundation, and abiding by
the terms of a Testing Agreement with the California Horse Racing Board.

During the term of suspension all licenses and license privileges of Jacob Aguilar are suspended
and pursuant to California Horse Racing Board Rule #1528 (Jurisdiction of Stewards) subject

is denied access to all premises in this jurisdiction.

The above Ruling was issued after the Stewards considered the evidence and testimony
presented at the hearing held on September 1, 2019.

RULING #10 — SILVIO AMADOR

Ruling # 10
Jockey Silvio Amador who rode Revenue Virginius in the 7™ race at Golden Gate Fields on

Sunday, September 1, 2019 is fined the sum of One Hundred dollars ($100.00)* for violation of
California Horse Racing Board rule #1688 (Use of Riding Crop-used more than three times without
giving the horse a chance to respond).

The foregoing Ruling was issued after Mr. Amador met with the Stewards and acknowledged he
violated the crop rule.
