BIANCA MENDEZ ARE SUSPENDED AND PURSUANT TO CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING
BOARD RULE #1528 (JURISDICTION OF STEWARDS TO SUSPEND OR FINE) SUBJECT IS
DENIED ACCESS TO ALL PREMISES IN THIS JURISDICTION.

Following the sixth race, Jockey Minor Arana on #3 “Western Showdown” (DH — 3,4) lodged an
Objection against #1 “Warrens Vanwinkle” (1% — C. Clerisse). After speaking to the riders and
examining the replay, the Stewards determined that there was not sufficient room for Arana to
have attempted to force his mount between “Warrens Vanwinkle” and the fence. No change was
warranted.
