TRAINER KELLY CASTANEDA WHO STARTED THE HORSE 
“MISTY’SVIEWTHEGOLD” IN THE FIRST RACE ON MAY 6, 2017, AT LOS 
ALAMITOS RACE COURSE IS FINED FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($500.00)* 
PURSUANT TO CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE #1887 (TRAINER 
TO INSURE CONDITION OF HORSE) FOR VIOLATION OF CALIFORNIA HORSE 
RACING BOARD RULES #1843 (A&D) (MEDICATION, DRUGS AND OTHER 
SUBSTANCES), #1843.1 (B) (PROHIBITED DRUG SUBSTANCES) AND #1844 (C-
1) (PHENYLBUTAZONE CLASS IV) IN EXCESS OF PERMITTED LEVEL OF 2.0 
UG/ML-3.29 UG/ML. 
 

  The foregoing ruling was issued after trainer Castaneda appeared in an informal hearing to 
address complaint #17LA0163. He could not understand why the test was high as he treats all 
of his horses in the same manner, one Bute pill the day before the race at approximately 3:00 
P.M. 
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(3) HORSE VANNED 
#1 Fast Magoo was vanned off following the running of the fifth race as it suffered a soft tissue 
injury to its right foreleg. Claimed by trainer Scott Willoughby, the claim was deemed valid as the 
connections checked the box indicating they would accept the horse regardless of its physical 
condition. 

 
 (4) STEWARDS’ INQUIRY – NO CHANGE 
    The inquiry sign was posted after the seventh race to review an incident shortly after the start 

involving the third and seventh place finishers, #1 Real Stell (C. Mendez), and #3 Colimense (A. 
Luna). After speaking with the riders involved and reviewing video of the race the Stewards 
voted unanimously to make no change to the original order of finish. Video showed that 
Colimense, which had been attempting to lug in, came off of the two horses to its inside and in 
doing so, came out into the hind quarters of #1 Real Stell and tipped that horse in. The result 
culminated with Colimense taking up after Real Stell came in after contract. It was the Stewards’ 
opinion that Colimense contributed to its own problem and therefore no change was made. 

 
 (5) REFUND 
    A refund was ordered in the eighth race as #1 Fooseablility flipped while awaiting the start and 

was declared on the recommendation of Racing Veterinarian Becky Fitzgerald. The refund 
amounted to $24,313.00. The rider, Cesar DeAlba, was not injured. 

 
 (6) STEWARDS’ INQUIRY – NO CHANGE 
   The inquiry sign was posted after the eighth race to review an incident at the start involving the 

first and fifth place finishers, #7 Bye The Fire (E. Nicasio) and #5 Keepitinthecar (R. Arvizu). 
After speaking with the riders involved and reviewing video of the race the Stewards 
unanimously voted to leave the original order of finish intact. Video review showed that 
Keepitinthecar came out slightly after the break and tipped Bye The Fire in the hind quarters, 
causing that horse to come into the path of Keepitinthecar. The Stewards felt that, at the least, 
Keepitinthecar was equally responsible to the incident.
