OWNER MANUEL A. BARAJAS, HAVING FAILED TO APPEAR BEFORE THE 
BOARD OF STEWARDS AT LOS ALAMITOS RACE COURSE ON OCTOBER 6, 
2017 TO ANSWER A COMPLAINT REGARDING CASE 17LA0264, ALLEGING 
VIOLATION OF CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE #1489 (8) 
(GROUNDS FOR DENIAL OR REFUSAL OF LICENSE) IS HEREBY SUSPENDED 
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PURSUANT TO CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE #1547 (FAILURE TO 
APPEAR). SUSPENSION TO COMMENCE ON OCTOBER 7, 2017.  
 

DURING THE TERM OF SUSPENSION, ALL LICENSES AND LICENSE 
PRIVILEGES OF MANUEL A. BARAJAS ARE SUSPENDED AND PURSUANT TO 
CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE #1528 (JURISDICTION OF 
STEWARDS TO SUSPEND OR FINE). SUBJECT IS DENIED ACCESS TO ALL 
PREMISES IN THIS JURISDICTION. 
 

The ruling against Mr. Barajas was issued as he failed to respond to a complaint alleging 
possession of heroin with the intent to distribute. His arrest was the subject of a recent article in 
a horseracing publication, therefore rule #1902 could have come into play. Whether he is still in 
the “Crossbar Hilton” is not known at this time.

SUCCESSION, WITHOUT GIVING THE HORSE A CHANCE TO RESPOND-
FIRST OFFENSE WITHIN THE PREVIOUS 60 DAY PERIOD), DURING THE 
SECOND RACE AT LOS ALAMITOS RACE COURSE ON OCTOBER 6, 2017. 
 

RULING # 261 
JOCKEY CESAR FRANCO IS FINED THREE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($300.00)* 
FOR  VIOLATION OF CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE 
#1688(b)(6) (USE OF RIDING CROP-MORE THAN THREE TIMES IN 
SUCCESSION, WITHOUT GIVING THE HORSE A CHANCE TO RESPOND-
THIRD OFFENSE WITHIN THE PREVIOUS 60 DAY PERIOD), DURING THE 
FIFTH RACE AT LOS ALAMITOS RACE COURSE ON OCTOBER 6, 2017. 
 

RULING # 262 
JOCKEY JESUS J. CANALES IS FINED ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00)* 
FOR  VIOLATION OF CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE 
#1688(b)(6) (USE OF RIDING CROP-MORE THAN THREE TIMES IN 
SUCCESSION, WITHOUT GIVING THE HORSE A CHANCE TO RESPOND-
FIRST OFFENSE WITHIN THE PREVIOUS 60 DAY PERIOD), DURING THE 
FIFTH RACE AT LOS ALAMITOS RACE COURSE ON OCTOBER 6, 2017. 

 

The rulings on the riders came about as none offered a valid excuse for violating the “crop” rule. 
 

(4) RIDER DELAYED 
Jockey Rodolfo Arvizu was excused from his mount in the third race as he was riding out of state 
and his return flight was delayed. A replacement rider was named. 
 

(5) RIDER OVER MAXIMUM 
Jockey Rodolfo Arvizu, who was removed from an earlier mount, probably should have begged 
off for the night as, when he stepped on the scale for the sixth, he was nine pounds over the 
weigh assigned to his mount. The horse was in with 121lbs., but Mr. Arvizu, who earlier had 
reported he would be doing 127 lbs., stepped on scales at 130. Since the maximum overweight 
is seven pounds, he had to be removed. A replacement was named. 
 

(6) STEWARDS’ INQUIRY – NO CHANGE 
The inquiry sign was posted after the seventh race as the Stewards reviewed an incident at the 
start involving the third and sixth place finishers, #3 Coronas Bar (C. Mendez) and #2 Fuel (J. 
Ayala). After speaking with the riders involved and viewing video of the race the Stewards 
unanimously voted to make no change to the original order of finish. The incident had several 
factors. At the break, #2 broke inward and made contact with the #1 horse, Mucho Bravado. The 
contact sent Fuel to the outside, causing contact with Coronas Bar, which was headed in. That 
contact caught Coronas Bar in the hind quarters, tipping him in and causing him to come in 
further. In the Stewards’ opinion, both horses were responsible for the interference and therefore 
no disqualification was warranted.

CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULES #1682 (WEIGHING OUT) 
AND #1684 (ITEMS INCLUDED IN WEIGHT). 
     
PURSUANT TO CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE #1766 
(DESIGNATED RACES). THE TERM OF THIS SUSPENSION SHALL NOT 
PROHIBIT PARTICIPATION IN DESIGNATED RACES IN CALIFORNIA. 

 
This ruling was issued after Mr. Arriaga’s explanation for switching saddles after weighing out for 
a race on Saturday failed to pass the smell test. The rider, who has a history of weight problems, 
said that he checked with a lighter saddle, but switched because the larger saddle felt “more 
comfortable”.
