In addition to confidential investigative tactics, the CHRB will post security personnel at the stall
of every horse entered to run in the Classic beginning the morning of the race. With 14 horses entered
to run, this will require the Del Mar Thoroughbred Club to provide security personnel to work with
CHRB investigators.
