WEEKLY UPDATE

SACRAMENTO, CA —This is the California Horse Racing Board’s weekly update of complaints,
accusations, stewards rulings, and Board decisions involving Class 1, 2, and 3 medication violations and
other significant matters.

The CHRB filed a complaint against trainer Cirilo Sierra for violation of CHRB Rules 1843 (a) (d)
and 1887 after the Maddy Laboratory at UC Davis reported the urine sample taken from Dixies Mystery, a
horse in his care, contained Gabapentin. Gabapentin is a drug having multiple pharmacological uses,
including pain-specific analgesic activity. Gabapentin is sold as Neurotonin for human use. Gabapentin is a
Class 3 drug and a Category B penalty. Dixies Mystery finished first in the first race at Los Alamitos on
July 11, 2009. A hearing is scheduled September 5 by the stewards at Los Alamitos.
