The Cal Expo Board of Stewards have allowed a blanket exception to CHRB
Rule 1588 as follows:

Effective immediately, all ship-in horses must be on grounds of
Cal Expo by 12 noon on the day they are scheduled to race. Any
horses arriving late will be automatically scratched and the
offending trainer subject to sanction by the Board of Stewards. In
addition, any trainer in violation of the exception will immediately
come under the control of CHRB Rule 1588 as outlined above.
