(3) RACING DAYS (OCTOBER 14TH, 15TH AND 16TH, 2011) FOR FAILURE TO MAKE
THE PROPER EFFORT TO MAINTAIN A STRAIGHT COURSE, CAUSING
INTERFERENCE RESULTING IN THE DISQUALIFICATION OF HIS MOUNT FROM SIXTH
TO NINTH POSITION. A VIOLATION OF CALIFORNIA HORSE RACING BOARD RULE
#1699 (RIDING RULES - CARELESS RIDING).

Following the eighth race the Inquiry was posted to examine the break. #6 “Unassuming”
(2nd — G. Suarez) broke out knocking #7 “Million Dasher” (3rd — R. Sanchez) off stride. At the
finish the margin between the two horses was a long nose. After speaking with the riders
involved and reviewing the films the Stewards felt the finish was definitely compromised and
voted unanimously to disqualify “Unassuming.”

In both instances
we felt a better effort should have been exerted which he agreed with. Neither incident
warranted any action on our part.

(2) EILMS
Francisco C. Rubio was in to review the ninth race last evening. Even though his mount
stumbled badly which exasperated the situation, we felt he could have done a better job
straightening his mount leaving the gate. His argument was that he had his hands full just
trying to stay on which we accepted in light of the horse stumbling so badly.

(3) EILMS
Guillermo Suarez reviewed Friday’s eighth race in which his mount bolted at the start. The
incident occurred so quickly jockey Suarez was held blameless.

(4)FOURTH RACE — INQUIRY - DISQUALIFICATION
Following the fourth race the Inquiry was posted to examine an incident shortly after the
break. #9 “Short Hawk” (3rd — G. Suarez) drifted in pushing #8 “Spanishup” (9th —I. Orozco)
into #7 “Cc Chocolate Chick” (4th — F. J. Rubio) knocking him off stride. After speaking with
the three riders and reviewing the films the Stewards felt the contact was enough to have
cost “Cc Chocolate Chick” the short nose he was beaten by. The vote was unanimous to
disqualify “Short Hawk.” The Stewards did not feel that “Spanishup’s” placing was
compromised.
