OFFICIAL COMPLAINT

COMPLAINT
The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Thomas Kagele for
violation of HISA Rule(s) 3060 (a) - Claiming Races and Voidable Claims
The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Owner , under license number
257546, Exp. 08/2026 . The alleged offense occurred on or about August 22, 2023, and is described as follows:

FORGIVING SPIRIT finished second in Race 4 at Santa Anita Park on June 11, 2023, and was claimed by David A. Bernsen LLC, Davis
Racing LLC, Gorman, Mark, Lambert, Jeffrey, and Andrew Schwindt, in the amount of $40,000 from original owners GEM, Inc. and Tom
Kagele. FORGIVING SPIRIT was subsequently disqualified on July 3, 2023, by the Horse Racing Integrity and Welfare Unit (HIWU) for a
positive test sample obtained post-race. On July 22, 2023, the CHRB Board of Stewards published ruling DMTDO003 which voided the claim
of FORGIVING SPIRIT pursuant to Horse Racing Integrity and Safety Authority (HISA) Rule #3060 (a) - Claiming Races and Voidable
Claims. The ruling directed the return of the horse to the original owners, along with the return of the $40,000 claim to the Santa Anita
Paymaster by August 21, 2023. The claimants had FORGIVING SPIRIT from June 11, 2023, through October 23, 2023, for a total of 134
days; however, the sample B was not confirmed until August 22, 2023. Trainer George Paprodromou incurred expenses for the horse's care
after confirmation of the sample B on August 22, 2023, and up to the return of the horse on October 23, 2023, for a total of $9,027.75.
Equine Body Works also incurred expenses for the horse’s care during this time in the amount of $132.00.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
