	Narrative description of incident: The official blood sample #TC520535 taken on December 03, 2023, at Cal Expo was reported by Ben Moeller, PhD of UC Davis Laboratories contained 41.1mmol/L of Total Carbon Dioxide (TCO2). This level of TCO2 is considered a Class 3, Penalty Class B Violation. This sample was obtained from the horse “URKILLINMESMALLS” which ran in the 9th race at Cal Expo on December 03, 2023. The trainer of record is Jessie Pacheco with Honker Racing, LLC being the owner of record. During a subsequent barn inspection, an improperly labeled bottle of Sulfadiazine Trimethoprim Pyrimethamine Solution was located. The purpose of this complaint is for disqualification purposes in accordance with CHRB Rule 1859.5.
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
