	Narrative description of incident: Jockey Silvio Amador left the Jockey Room without advising the Clerk of Scales nor obtaining permission from the GGF Board of Stewards.  Upon his return, approximately an hour later, he showed signs of recent alcohol use and admitted to consuming alcohol "the night before."  Jockey Amador acknowledged that he was on current Test Agreement (CHRB Case #22GG0129) and completed an intoximeter breathalyzer test where it registered a .067% BAC (Blood-level Alcohol Content).  A urine sample was also obtained and submitted to Quest Diagnostics for analysis which came back negative for any illicit drug substances.  The laboratory testing is a standard 7-Panel Abuse Panel Test which tests for illicit drug abuse substances but does not include measuring for blood alcohol content level.

During subsequent follow-up, it was verfied that Jockey Amador had exercised horses that morning prior to being given the intoximeter breath test.
