COMPLAINT
The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Debbie Winick for
violation of HISA Rule(s) 2271 - Prohibited Practices
The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a trainer , under license number
#301670, Exp. 7/2024 . The alleged offense occurred on or about January 26, 2024, and is described as follows:

GHOSTLY ACT was entered in the 4th Race at Santa Anita Park on January 26, 2024, by Trainer Debbie Winick. Official Veterinarian Nolton
Pattio examined the horse during his morning pre-race examination and saw it had an electric blanket plugged into an electrical outlet, and
secured onto the horse's back. Santa Anita Park surveillance video showed the horse's groom retrieve the electric blanket and enter the
horse's stall after removing the DETENTION sign across the entrance to the horse's stall. The video showed the groom in the stall throw the
blanket in an upward motion away from his body, and then retrieved an electric extension cord plugged into a wall outlet across the shed row.
Trainer Winick stated the groom used the electric blanket independently without her direction; however, she was ultimately responsible for the
use of the blanket.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
