COMPLAINT
The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Gabriel B Carranza for
violation of CHRB _ Rule(s) 1489(a)(8), 1890, 1891 & 1900
The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Stable Worker and Groom , under license number
100755 - 3/31/26 . The alleged offense occurred on or about 03/24/2024 and is described as follows:

Track security contacted investigaors regarding a groom, Gabrial B Carranza (who was identified by his CHRB Lic #100755). Track Security
Sergeant was contacted regarding a groom acting strangely in the barn area of barn 21 East. Track security brought Carranza to CHRB
investigators for voluntary drug testing. Carranza was given urine test which yielded postive results for marijuana and methamphetamine.
Since Carranza tested positive, his tackroom in trailor #3 in room #3 was search for contraband. Investigators located a glass pipe, used for
ingesting/smoking methamphetamine, wrapped a paper napkin and a small metal cycIndrical pipe wrapped with masking tape. Investigators
seized both pipes as contraband.

On 4/18/2024, investigators received the results from Quest Diagnostics which yielded positive results for amphetamine, methamphetamine
and marijuana.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
