COMPLAINT

The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Tito Jimenez for
violation of CHRB _ Rule(s) 1874 - Disorderly Conduct

The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Groom , under license number

281248 . The alleged offense occurred on or about 04/17/2024 and is described as follows:

On April 17, 2024, at approximately 0915 hours, San Luis Rey Downs (SLRD) Security Manager Hector Feliciano (CHRB# 405867 —
07/2024) and Security Officer Laura Cruz (CHRB# 328168 — 09/2026) contacted Groom Tito Jimenez (CHRB# 281248 — 04/30/2024) while
he was working for Trainer Peter Miller near Barn H at SLRD. While speaking with Jimenez, Feliciano stated he observed several signs
indicating Jimenez was potentially under the influence of alcohol. Feliciano stated Jimenez had a strong smell of alcoholic beverage
emanating from his person along with bloodshot watery eyes, slurred speech, and an unsteady gait.

Using the Intoximeter — Alco-Sensor |V, Jimenez voluntarily provided a breath sample to CHRB investigators. The sample yielded a Blood
Alcohol Content (BAC) result of .157.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
