COMPLAINT
The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Bobby Westbrook for
violation of CHRB _ Rule(s) 1887, 1894, 1902.5
The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Trainer , under license number
276140 - 07/2025 . The alleged offense occurred on or about 06/09/2024 and is described as follows:

On 06/09/2024, Safety Steward Paul Atkinson and | went to Barn 1E and contacted Trainer Bobby Westbrook regarding an animal welfare
check of his horse (Tierna). The source of the check was a tip and photo sent to Atkinson of Horse “Tierna’s” rear end area which had
abrasions and sores. Upon further check of Horse Tierna, Atkinson and | observed large abrasion and sores. On the left rear of the horse
the sore was oozing puss. Westbrook could not provide any information as to how long the horse was under his care nor did he keep any
training or treatment records. Westbrook stated he checked the horse in as no named pony and was later going to have xrays done later for
the purpose of eventually racing Tierna. The last recorded treatment was in 2023. Westbrook never notified his veterinarian Troncatty and

treated Tierna with Scarlett Oil. There is no documentation records at the LARC Racing Office for Tierna.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
