The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Candace Wozniak for

301325 exp. 03/2025 . The alleged offense occurred on or about 3/3/2024 and is described as follows:

On 3/3/2024, Assistant Simulcast Facility Supervisor Candace Wozniak was working admissions at the San Mateo County Events Center
Jockey Club. At approximately 1119 hours, Mutuel Supervisor Janice Anderson placed several horse racing bets on her behalf as a gift. MS
Anderson subsequently gave the vouchers to AS Wozniak. It is unknown if AS Wozniak had any winning vouchers that day.

AS Wozniak and MS Anderson hold Racing Official CHRB Licenses and are not allowed to bet on races while working.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
