COMPLAINT
The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Terri Eaton for
violation of CHRB _ Rule(s) 1510, 1894, 1895 & 1842.5
The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Trainer , under license number
060841 exp. /2026 . The alleged offense occurred on or about 6/9/2023 and is described as follows:

Owner Cory Soltau was prescribing medications and providing veterinarian services to Trainer Terri Eaton while on the backside of the
Alameda County Fairgrounds in Pleasanton, Ca. The medications that he provided were not properly labeled. Although he is a licensed
veterinarian in the State of California, he does not possess a valid CHRB license to conduct veterinary work in CHRB Jurisdictions. He only
possesses a valid Owner's License. During this investigation, he was informed by CHRB Officials not to bring his veterinarian vehicle onto the
backside until he possessed a proper license. Owner Soltau brought his vehicle onto the fairgounds frour days later and transported horses to
Cal Expo in Sacramento.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
