COMPLAINT
The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Edward Leon Smith for
violation of CHRB _ Rule(s) 1842.5, 1843 (a)&(c), 1843.1 (b) 1843.4, 1868 (b)(1), 1887
The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Trainer , under license number
273940 - Exp. 08/2027 . The alleged offense occurred on or about February 22, 2025 and is described as follows:

The official blood sample #NC64566 taken on February 22, 2025, at Cal Expo was reported by Dr. Benjamin Moeller of UC Davis
Laboratories contained Phenylbutazone (1.2 ug/mL). This amount of Phenylbutazone is a Class 4, Penalty Class C Violation. The sample
was obtained from the horse, "Magical Rainforest" as the result of Out of Competition Testing for a qualifying race. The Trainer of record is
Edward Smith. A split sample was not requested in accordance with 1859.25.

A barn inspection of Trainer Smith's barn was conducted based on the above findings. During the inspection, investigators located a bottle of
Phenylbutazone that was not properly labeled. Trainer Smith admitted he administered Phenylbutazone to the above horse but was unable to
provide investigators with treatment records.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
