COMPLAINT

The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Christopher Carmen for
violation of CHRB Rule(s) 1876 - Financial Responsibility

The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Owner , under license number
407898, Exp. 12/2025 . The alleged offense occurred on or about April 30, 2025, and is described as follows:

Dean Balut provided farrier services to QUEEN KIMBE for owner Christopher Carmen who had 10% ownership of the horse. The farrier
provided a full set of regular shoes for Queen Kimbe ($25) on January 9, 2025, a full set of regular shoes and rebuild of LF/RF for QUEEN
KIMBE ($35) on February 11, 2025, and a full set of regular shoes and rebuild Left Front ($35) on April 23, 2025. An invoice was prepared in
the amount of $95 as of April 30, 2025, which was sent to Christopher Carmen via Certified US Mail on May 2, 2025, and remains
outstanding to this day. An email was received from Christopher Carmen's attorney on May 23, 2025, which claimed denial of ownership of
the horse by Christopher Carmen, as an individual. The attorney further claimed the LLC with 10% ownership of QUEEN KIMBE had filed
Chapter 7 Bankruptcy and there were no proceeds available to remunerate the farrier.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
