	Narrative description of incident: Wes Champagne provided farrier services to QUEEN KIMBE for owner Christopher Carmen who had 10% ownership of the horse.  The farrier provided farrier services totaling ($49.00) as of October 30, 2024.  An invoice was prepared in the amount of $49.00 which was sent to Christopher Carmen via Certified US Mail on March 8, 2025, and remains outstanding to this day.  An email was received from Christopher Carmen's attorney on May 23, 2025, which claimed denial of ownership of the horse by Christopher Carmen, as an individual.  The attorney further claimed the LLC with 10% ownership of QUEEN KIMBE had filed Chapter 7 Bankruptcy and there were no proceeds available to remunerate the farrier.  
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
