COMPLAINT

The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Francisco Rodriguez for
violation of CHRB _ Rule(s) 1629 - Penalty for Late Declaration

The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Trainer , under license number
403417, Exp. 8/2026 . The alleged offense occurred on or about May 23, 2025, and is described as follows:

TINY PRANCER trained by Francisco Rodriguez was entered in Race 2 at Santa Anita Park on Friday, May 23, 2025. The Regulatory
Veterinarians were unable to locate the horse for its raceday soundness examination and LASIX treatment. CHRB Investigator Yokoyama
contacted Mr. Rodriguez at 10:30 AM who advised the horse was ill at Los Alamitos Racecourse. Trainer Rodriguez further stated he sent
his attending veterinarian a text message at 7:05 AM that morning advising of the horse's iliness and its need to be scratched.

The trainer's attending veterinarian submitted a Recommendation for Veterinarian Scratch to the Official Veterinarian at 12:04 PM, due to
illness. The horse was subsequenlty scratched from the race at 12:04 PM, approximatley an hour and a half before post time. Scratch time
for the racing card was 9:30 AM that morning.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
