COMPLAINT

The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Dr. Kim Kuhimann for
violation of CHRB _ Rule(s) 1842 - Veterinarian Report and 1902 - Conduct Detrimental to Racing

The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Veterinarian , under license number
081351-01/2028 . The alleged offense occurred on or about March 29, 2025 and is described as follows:

On March 25, 2025, Trainer Jorge Maravilla entered ROY HOBBS to run in the 9th race at Santa Anita Park the following Sunday. Attending
Veterinarian Dr. Kim Kuhlmann examined ROY HOBBS in Pleasanton on March 25th, and issued a health certificate clearing the horse for
shipment to Emerald Downs in Washington the following day. ROY HOBBS arrived at Emerald Downs on March 26, 2025.

According to the Recommendation for Veterinary Scratch completed by Dr. Kuhimann, he examined ROY HOBBS at Pleasanton on March
29, and recommended scratching the horse from the race at Santa Anita the following day because of a respiratory infection. Dr. Kuhlmann
reportedly examined the horse and treated it with oral antibiotics. ROY HOBBS was not in California when this exam was reportedly
performed. Dr. Kuhimann did not document the health dertificate or the examination that led to the scratch in the Electronic Treatments
Records Database (EquiTAPS).

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
