COMPLAINT

The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Mayra Juarez for

violation of HISA Rule(s) 2230(e) - Possession of Hypodermic Needles

The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Stable Worker / Groom , under license number

323200 exp. 09/2025 . The alleged offense occurred on or about May 16, 2025 and is described as follows:

During a barn search of the areas under the care and control of Trainer Steve Miyadi, CHRB Investigators found a package in the living
quarters of Mayra Juarez. The package was labeled “Tribedoce Compuesto” and contained vials and syringes intended for intramuscular
injection into humans. Juarez told Investigators the package belonged to her, and was intended for personal use but had not been used or
opened yet. The package was seized by Investigators and booked into the CHRB Evidence Safe at Santa Anita.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
