COMPLAINT

The California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) hereby files an official complaint against Floridalma Carias for

violation of HISA Rule(s) 2230(e)- Possession of Hypodermic Needles or Syringes

The person named in this complaint is licensed by the CHRB as a Stable Worker , under license number
405579 Exp 03/31/2026 . The alleged offense occurred on or about May 31, 2025 and is described as follows:

During a barn search of the areas under the control and care of Trainer Steve Knapp, CHRB Investigator's found four syringes with the
needles intact in the living quarters of Floridalma Carias. Carias told Investigtor's the syringes were used for personal use. Carias said she
would purchase the syringes and medication from a Doctor in Los Angeles. Carias said she did not know the name of the medication, Doctor
or place where she purchased the medication. The syringes were seized by CHRB Investigators and later tested by HIWU. Lab results
showed one of the syringes contained Diclofenac.

No addtional Licenses held.

Pursuant to California Business and Professions Code Sections 19420 and 19440, as well as the authority outlined in the CHRB
Rules, the Board of Stewards are empowered to impose penalties for violations of any provision of a CHRB Rule, or HISA Rule,
where authorized. Such penalties may include suspension of any CHRB-issued license, monetary fine, assessment of penalty
points, and/or exclusion from any/all racing enclosures under the jurisdiction of the Board, or any combination of the penalties
listed above.
